Abstract. Thelegendary satirical magazine “Molla Nasreddin” was first published in 1906 in the Azerbaijani
language (in Arabic script) by the famous Azerbaijani enlightener and writer Jalil Mammadguluzadeh in Thbilisi,
Tabriz and Baku until 1931. The era when the magazine started to be published was a new time not only in the
Caucasus, but in the whole East. At that time the ideas of national liberation and national consciousness were
widespread. Reforms, struggle against despotism, struggle for civil and political rights of women, questions
of education were only some of the problems raised in that first satirical magazine of the Middle East. The
magazine, in its mission to support and stimulate these ideas, aimed to open the eyes of the entire Muslim-
Turkic people to the new world. The study and comprehension of the historical experience of literary heritage
and the use of its achievements in the development of contemporary literary and aesthetic thought, form the
basis of an attitude towards the classical heritage. The satirical magazine “Molla Nasreddin’ is constantly in the
focus of attention of literary critics not only in Azerbaijan, but also in Georgia, Russia, Iran, Uzbekistan, etc.
This constant relevance of the theme of “Molla Nasreddin” stems from its monumental and epochal nature as
a literary and social phenomenon.
