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Introduction

In the 10th century, Islamic lands experienced economic growth driven by increased production and
commercial exchange. However, political disturbances and wars made it challenging to accurately assess the
economic conditions of Arran and Armenia. Semi-independent rulers, preoccupied with military preparations,
largely refrained from intervening in economic activities. Despite these conflicts, the regions maintained
prosperous economies, largely due to their favorable geographical features and agricultural wealth. This study
adopts a descriptive-analytical approach, drawing on primary sources such as the works of gth- to 11th-century
travelers and geographers, as well as texts like Futiih and Kharaj, which provide valuable information on the
taxation system and related economic data.

1. The geography

The historians and geographers of the early Islamic centuries mentioned the two countries of Arran and
Armenia as frontiers of the Islamicland [Fig. 1], that had access to the west-east and south-north communication
routes through Azerbaijan, the western shores of the Caspian Sea [1, p. 159], and the eastern shores of the Black
Sea [2, p. 91]. Geographers defined the boundaries of Arran and Armenia based on their observations and
reports. In the 10th century, the political governance of Azerbaijan, Arran, and Armenia was unified to some
extent. However, the boundaries of short-lived dynasties and local rulers frequently shifted due to military
conflicts. Additionally, the economic, cultural, and ethnic ties among Arran, Armenia, and Azerbaijan blurred
the distinctions between their cities, complicating efforts to separate them. Consequently, geographers held
differing opinions regarding the classification of cities in these regions [3, p. 87].

The name “Caucasian Albania” or “Arran” and its geographical area are documented in various forms across
the works of Roman, Byzantine, Armenian, Iranian, and Arab historians and geographers [4, pp. 18—19, 22].2
As a result, studying this region presents significant challenges. Islamic geographers did not recognize Arran
as an independent entity until the first half of the 10th century. Instead, they considered it a part of Armenia,
encompassing the cities of Shirwan (Ervin), Baylagan, Qabala, Shakki (Sakki), and Shamkir [9, p. 121; 10,
pp. 122—123; 11, p. 145; 12, p. 286—287].2 However, the geographers of the late 10th century mentioned Arran
as an independent country alongside Azerbaijan and Armenia and stated that it encompassed more cities
such as Bab al-Abwab, Shirwan, Tbilisi, Abkhaz, Baku, Bardij, and Khiinan* among other, and determined its
boundaries [16, pp. 154—159; 1, p. 155—156; 17, p. 91].5 Soviet and Russian scholars have conducted numerous
studies to clarify this issue.® In this article, we delineate the boundaries of Arran based on Ibn Hawqal’s book.
Ibn Hawqal, who traveled to this region in the late 10th century, documented his observations by conducting
research and gathering data from reliable sources.

Ibn Hawqal (367 AH) limited the border of Arran to the Aras River from the south and to the Caucasus
Mountains from the north. Furthermore, he limited it to the Caspian Sea from the east and to Thilisi and the
continuation of the Caucasus Mountains from the west [2, pp. 81, 91, 129].

Albania is mentioned in Armenian works as Aghvan (Agh-
vank) or Aluan (Aluank) [4, p. 21]. Iranians were their southern neighbor and referred to this region as Ardan (o2)) or Aran (¢)_Y). Finally,
the Islamic geographers, especially Arabs, called it al-Ran (oY) or Arran (o)3)). Kasravi and Barthold have similar views on the names
that were used by the Islamic geographers [5, pp. 242-4; 6, p. 554]. Another important point is that the identification of Allan with Arran
is confusing since they were two separate areas [7, p. 2/775].

2. The ancient and post-Christian geographers have focused on this geographical area. Strabo considered Albania bounded on the north
by the Ceraunian mountains, an extension of the Caucasus, on the east — by the Caspian Sea, and on the south — by the lower course of the
Araxes (Aras); on the west its frontiers were unstable: the frontier along the Kura [8, p. 453 (11.14.5)].

3. Mentioning the name of Arran as a region alongside the other regions could indicate the small size of its land. As a result, Arran was not
mentioned as an independent country in the governmental divisions. “This issue is in accordance to some extent with the data that were
provided by pre-Islamic geographers and Russian and Soviet researchers. Arran in the narrow sense of the word was understood to include
the area between the Araxes and the Kur [13, p. 227; 14, p. 21].

Similarly, Barthold noted that ancient Albania was later
called Arran. According to him, Albania was located between Derbent, Thilisi, and Aras River [20, p. 118]. Therefore, it can be concluded
that the border of Albania (Arran) has been limited to the plains between the Aras and Kura rivers.
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Moreover, the other geographers have determined the boundaries of Arran in an independent way. None-
theless, there are differences between the mentioned cities [18, 2/554; 21, p. 307].
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Most geographers have recognized Armenia as an independent country and defined its boundaries.” How-
ever, their opinions on its boundaries and divisions vary. Some have divided it into four parts [10, p. 122—123]
or three parts [11, p. 145]. Ibn Hawqal, however, divided it into two parts: the internal and external parts. As
Ibn Hawqal noted, the boundaries of external Armenia were “from the east limited to Barda‘a, from the west
limited to Jazirah, from the south limited to Azerbaijan and Jazirah, and from the north limited to the Roman
that are located near Qaliqala”. Nonetheless, internal Armenia included the northern cities such as Dabil,
Nakjavan, and Qaligala [2, p. 307]. There were a number of conflicts between the local rulers and the rulers of
Azerbaijan. Moreover, Armenia which was the border of the Islamic world against Rome was involved in the
wars and was affected by the changes in territorial boundaries. Other geographers of the 10th century have
determined its boundaries [1, p. 158; 12, p. 129].

Geographers have defined the boundaries of Arran and Armenia, but distinguishing their cities remains
challenging due to territorial changes, shifts in ruling dynasties, and strong economic ties between them [3,

7. “The boundary of Armenia extends from Barda‘a to Bab al-Abwab. Moreover, it extends to the boundary of Rome on this side, and to
Mount Qabkh, the kingdom of Sarir (ard al-Sarir), and the kingdom of Lakz (Lezgi)” [12, p. 129].
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p. 79]. This study compares cities identified in geographical sources as belonging to either Arran or Armenia
with those listed in Siirat al-Ard. The selected cities were then analyzed. In total, this article examines 19 cities
in Arran and 22 cities in Armenia. Notably, sufficient information is available regarding the economic status of
all selected cities in these regions.

2. Political Situation

In the late 9th century and early 10th century, the countries of Azarbaijan, Arran, and Armenia were under
the rule of Yusuf ibn Abi’l Sajj (901—927 AD), the founder of the Sajid dynasty. The Abbasid caliphs, in line with
their policies and response to the requests of the local population, decided to grant the Emirate of these areas
to the local rulers [22, p. 6/95; 23, p. 8/349]. Subsequently, the Sallarid families asserted control over many
parts of Georgia, Shirwan, Shakki, Abkhaz, and imposed tribute payments on the inhabitants [2, p. 100]. Then
the Rawwadid dynasty annexed Arran and Armenia to their land in addition to Azerbaijan.

These dynasties ruled most of the cities of Azerbaijan and had less control over the of Arran and Armenia.
Therefore, some parts were governed by local rulers who accepted the taxation of Marzban and had an agree-
ment [2, p. 95] with Abu al-Qasim Ja’far vizier of Sallarids [2, p. 99-100; 5, p. 109]. These rulers involved Shir-
wanshah,® Vashqan bin Musa ruler of Jurzan,® Abu al-Hija son of Rawad, Abu al-Qasim Khizani, the Deirani"
sons, the Sanbat sons, and Sankharib the King lord of Asir [2, p. 95].12 However, the Armenian chronicles do
not mention those local Armenian rulers who paid tribute to these dynasties [5, pp. 108—109].

The ethnic groups in this area, including Azeris, Kurds, Arabs, Armenians, Iranians, indigenous Caucasian
peoples,' and followers of religions such as Islam, Zoroastrianism, and Christianity, often had good and peace-
ful social and economic relations with each other [29, p. 48]. At the same time, these areas were considered
the fortress of Islam against Rome and were the gathering places of many people from other countries of the
Islamic world for war purposes [30, p. 2/554; 31, p. 41; 12, p. 25]. The substitution of these dynasties often took
place with few wars in important cities and by accepting the continued rule of local rulers in the other cities
keeping relative peace and resulting in the continuation of people’s economic activities. The people had a role
in accepting or rejecting local rulers, and their opinions moderated the rulers’ decisions.'* To gain a deeper
understanding of the economic conditions of Arran and Armenia, we analyze their production, trade, taxation,
and export.

3. Production

Geographers noted that the populations of Arran, Armenia, and their cities had access to abundant resourc-
es essential for their livelihoods. This wealth of resources and products bolstered the economic strength of
the people. The fertile lands were well-suited for producing agricultural goods, livestock, textiles, and carpets.
Additionally, there were reports of mining and industrial activities in the region.

3.1. Agriculture
The economy and livelihood of the people of Arran and Armenia have historically been heavily reliant on
agriculture. Some cities in Armenia were influenced by the Roman civil system and the agricultural lands had

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different grades for calculating taxes [32, pp. 212—220]. Tha’alibi provides information on the method of irri-
gating 1000 Jeribs® [43, p. 131]. Muslim geographers often noted the climate, rainfall, fertile soil, springs and
rivers, prosperous villages, and the hard work of the residents as contributors to the high-quality crop harvest
[16, p. 164; 18, p. 2/553].

The investigations suggest that the people met their food and living needs by producing an abundance of
inexpensive agricultural and livestock products in fertile lands with favorable weather conditions. These prod-
ucts played a significant role in the economic prosperity of the cities and villages through trade. For example,
the large city of Barda‘a, known for its abundant cultivation, and the fertile plains of Balashgan'® and Andarab
[2, p. 86], located nearby, were considered the agricultural center of Arran. In general, agricultural products of
Arran and Armenia can be categorized into three groups: fruits, rare fruits and spices, and cereals and legumes.

Fruits were a primary source of nutrition due to their affordability and abundance. People dried fruits for
consumption and for export. In most countries and cities, including Bardaa, there were a variety of fruits [18,
p. 2/554]. Fruits were wasted and offered for free [2, p. 85]. Various types of grapes were cultivated throughout
the region [34, p. 9], especially on the banks of the Aras River [2, p. 84; 18, p. 2/553]. High-quality pomegran-
ates and figs were produced in Barda‘a [1, p. 156; 31, p. 47]. Additionally, white mulberries were grown for both
consumption and silkworm rearing in most cities, especially Barda‘a [16, p. 161].

Rare fruits and spices such as hazelnuts, chestnuts, and blueberries [2, p. 85], and Caraway a special fruit
that was sweeter than honey was used in Shamshat and Shirwan [10, p. 123]. Walnuts, almonds, and olives
were cultivated in large quantities on the mountain slopes [32, p. 211]. The mass production of various fruits
had led geographers to name these areas as fruit centers. Nonetheless, there are more reports about the cities
of Arran, especially Barda‘a.

Cereals and legumes, including wheat, barley, lentils, peas, and beans, were cultivated across most regions
[2, p. 87]. Rice was grown in Davin, while grains were produced in Andarab, west of the Caspian Sea, and in
mountainous areas [2, p. 95]. As grain was a staple food for most people, its cultivation on plains and moun-
tain slopes, as well as its storage in cities and villages, was more extensive than documented in the sources, as
geographers paid limited attention to it.

Industrial and Medicinal Plants. The climatic conditions of the region supported the cultivation of both
industrial and medicinal plants. Madder was widely used as a red dye for wool, silk, and cloth [16, p. 158] and
was cultivated in different areas including the banks of the Aras River [2, p. 94]. Moreover, the expansion of
the weaving industry spurred cotton cultivation, especially on the banks of Aras, Dvin [Dabil], and Qabban?
[2, p. 86; 16, p. 161]. Given the production of linen fabrics and similar climatic conditions, cotton was likely
cultivated in other cities as well.

Medicinal plants were also cultivated, including lilies, which grew in most places [18, p. 2/554]. Jasmine
and marigold (Shieh) grew near Terrikh (Van). Furthermore, excellent common wormwood, good epithymum,
lavender, useful herbs, and Roman hyacinth grew in Armenia [31, p. 51], while abundant saffron was cultivat-
ed in Derbent [2, p. 85]. Tetraclinis was also obtained in large quantities from Armenia’s mountains [35, p.
4/122].

The region relied on diverse agricultural products like fruits, grains, legumes, and medicinal plants, along
with industrial plants such as cotton, linen, and rose madder, which were vital for the textile industry.

3.2. Livestock Products

In the 10th century, farmers kept livestock and poultry in addition to engaging in agriculture. Herding and
nomadic life, especially among the Kurdish tribes, played an important role in the development of animal
husbandry [36, p. 4/310]. The watery plains and abundant pastures, including those in Abkhaz and Shirwan,
as well as the southwestern banks of the Caspian Sea, were suitable for raising all kinds of grazing animals,
such as cows, sheep, goats, and rare steeds [33, p. 2/780; 16, p. 159; 2, p. 92]. The price of a single lamb was
two dirhams, and it was known as the center of the cheapest meat in the Islamic world [18, p. 2/553]. In these
areas, sheep were raised for their wool, milk, and meat [30, pp. 386—387]. People also used dairy products
from cows [12, p. 140].

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Most of the plains and slopes were suitable for breeding horses and cattle. In Zozan*® “good, strong, and
clever horses and mules” [37, p. 321; 12 p. 581—582], in Barda‘a [38, p. 32], Shirwan, the western shores
of the Caspian Sea, the Shariyye (a type of Tartar horse) [2, p. 94; 39, p. 531, 538], were world-famous.

Raising horses for riding and carrying loads was necessary in mountainous areas, and they were often given
as gifts and cash tributes [39, p. 531, 538]. These horses were also used to supply the cavalry armies of caliphs
and local rulers. The breeding of hunting animals — dogs, greyhounds, jackals, and birds of prey — was com-
mon in the mountains and natural pastures, and these animals were used for hunting by caliphs, princes, and
rulers [37, p. 52—54]. The white hawk was one of the famous birds of prey sent to the royal court as a tribute
[40, p. 1/186-8; 39, p. 538].

Several useful insects, such as bees and Coccus, were raised for their therapeutic and commercial uses.
Abundant and cheap honey was produced on the slopes and in the mountains of most cities [18, p. 2/553; 16,
p- 143]. The Coccus obtained in Dabil [18, p. 2/567; 16, p. 159], which was used for dyeing carpet thread and
woolen fabrics, was renowned [24, pp. 421—-422; 16, p. 164].

Fishing was a popular activity along the riverbanks of Aras and Kura and seashore, particularly for a de-
lightful and tasty fish from the Aras River [16, pp. 158, 161], which was often gifted by merchants [18, p. 2/565;
2, p. 87]. A tasty fish named Terrikh was exported to other places after salting [2, p. 93]. In addition, salt fish
[12, p. 139] and a very fatty fish known as sturgeon, and the delicious Qashiibah fish were caught from the Kura
and Aras rivers [38, p. 156; 33, p. 1/487].

Breeding cattle, sheep, and bees, along with fishing aquatic animals in the rivers, provided a major part
of the people’s cheap food. Additionally, cow and sheep leather were used in the shoe and leather industries,
while sheep’s wool and silk were used to manufacture textiles and carpets.

3.3. Handicraft Production

Most of the handicrafts in the 10th century included the production of agricultural equipment, textile and
weaving, mining, construction of windmills, shipbuilding, war equipment, and accessories. People gained
worldwide fame in the Islamic world by producing carpets and all kinds of textiles whose red color was their
characteristic.

3.3.1. Textile production

In the 10th century, the textile and clothing industry was highly advanced. People showcased their pros-
perity by adorning their homes with colorful curtains, and different types of carpets, and wearing high-quality
clothing [41, p. 497]. Armenia served as a significant hub for textile and clothing production, with people
involved in various stages of the production process in most cities. Additionally, a wide range of top-quality
raw materials, finishing equipment, and labor force services were available in most cities. The raw materials
produced, including linen, cotton, wool, silk, and high-quality natural dyes, were world-famous and met the
needs of the industry. Derbent was known as the second center of linen in the Islamic world after Tabaristan
[1, p. 184].

In addition to the cities on the banks of the Aras River, cotton planting was also common in Yerevan, Dvin
(Dabil), and Qabban® [16, p. 161]. The wool that was produced in different from a special breed of sheep
was world-famous [39, p. 544]. Moreover, excellent silk was produced in large quantities in Domanes®° and
Barda‘a. It was used in fabric production and was sold as fibers [18, pp. 2/564—566]. Dyeing was a special
industry throughout the Islamic world due to the production of the renowned “Armenian red” dye, which was
obtained from madder and Coccus [2, p. 94; 41, pp. 134, 496].

Dabil was considered the textile center of Armenia due to the production of all kinds of fabrics, linen, pash-
mina [18, p. 2/564], and silk [18, p. 2/554; 33, pPp- 53-4; 16, p. 163]. Furthermore, the production of Baziyoun
[fine silk] fabrics [1, p. 158], cotton, fluffy, mar’azi**, canvas, red work fabrics, glamour embroidered motifs [2,
p. 90], sabniyyah [2, p. 90-2]%, and zari caused the prosperity of this industry and the production of many
kinds of clothes, fabrics, and knitwear.

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The various fabrics and excellent clothing in the cities of Arran [2, p. 95], involved scarves [38, p. 34], burka
in Baylagan [16, p. 161], and trouser straps in Dabil (Dvin), Barkari, Arji$, Akhlat, and Badlis [38, pp. 92; 16,
p- 159-60]. All kinds of handkerchiefs, soft furs, soft handkerchiefs, and pashmina clothes were produced in
Janza (Ganja), Shamkiir, and Khursan23 [16, p. 161-3]. The coverings for quadrupeds included styles of saddles
and horse head coverings, as well as sleeping accessories like mattresses, pillows, and types of zilo rugs [42, p.
6/412], namat [felt], and luxurious products such as bedspread, silk curtains, and pieces of Zari [16, p. 161].
The useful knitwear, javal [saddlebag] was made for transportation, and palas [rug] for high-traffic places
such as caravanserais [16, p. 159].

3.3.2. Carpet production

During the 10th century, the textile industry was prevalent in various regions, particularly in Armenia.
Carpets2¢woven in Armenia and Arran were commonly referred to as “Armenian carpets” and were distinguished
by their red background color [20—30, p. 389]. These carpets were crafted using soft sheep wool and dyed with
high-quality red dyes derived from insects and industrial plants [38, p. 34, 111—112]. They were highly favored
over other types of carpets [43, p. 132].

The tradition of gifting red carpets to caliphs, ministers, generals, and courtiers, as well as presenting them
as offerings, or sending them as part of the annual cash tribute, was common in previous centuries. These
carpets held great value in the courts and homes of rulers and merchants [44, p. 172].25 Eighteen thousand
medium and large Armenian carpets are reported to be used in carpet warehouses [43, p. 72]. Armenian car-
pets were also used in the reception ceremonies of Dar al-Khilafah and the Caliph’s throne was furnished with
these carpets [12, p. 1/87]. In addition to the cities of the Islamic world [11, p. 158, 170], these carpets were also
known in other countries. For instance, the tent of the king of the Slavs [with a capacity of nine thousand peo-
ple] was covered with Armenian carpets [40, p. 1/87]. In addition to the usual red carpets, mar’azi [Cashmere]
carpets, and labbud [38, p. 18, 34],%¢ different types of zilo with designs that were similar to carpets, prayer
mats [16, p. 159], and various types of coverings, and ankhakh [2, p. 90], were produced in the cities of Barkari,
Arjis, Akhlat, Nakjavan, and Badlis [46, pp. 147-148].

In some sources, makfuriyat — a type of wide and expensive carpet — was woven in cities such as Khursan,
Derbent (Bab al-Abwab), and Shirwan [16, p. 163]. Moreover, purple carpets were woven and sold in Dabil
and Shirwan. In the 10th century, carpets were woven in other cities and areas such as Ahwaz, Asyut [11, pp.
158, 170], Ashmun of Egypt [47, p. 1/647], and Ghandjan of Fars [2, pp. 24, 66] imitated Armenian carpets,
trousers, and other textile products.

Skilled craftsmen used raw materials from these areas to create high-quality textiles and carpets. The red
carpets gained fame and became popular in Dar al-Khilafa. The ruling and wealthy classes’ use of these prod-
ucts increased their value and exports. Additionally, the carpets were accepted as part of the non-cash tribute
from the districts.

3.3.3. Metalworking

There is no adequate information about metal production. The reports have focused on the production of
gold and silver tools, saddles, metal tools and equipment, excellent and heavy metal containers in the areas
of Arran [2, p. 94; 46, p. 31], and copper tallow lamps in the Arzenjan city of Armenia. Furthermore, the use
of plows for agricultural lands and horse breeding were the reasons behind the use of steel for manufacturing
agricultural tools and horse saddles. However, it is not possible to give an expert opinion about the status of
the steel industry. Ajnan was known as a copper factory due to its abundance of copper [48, p. 137], and cobalt
was obtained in large quantities from Armenia’s mountains [35, p. 4/122, 2/81].

3.3.4. Woodworking
Wood was used not only for heating but also as a raw material for many products. For example, wooden
chests, containers, plates, pans, and cups were made from winter heath,?” grapevine, and walnut trees in the

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mountains of Abkhaz and Shirwan [2, p. 93]. The construction and maintenance of large mills on streams and
rivers in cities such as Tbilisi, Akhlat, Badlis (Bitlis), Nasawa (Nakjavan), and Barkari contributed to the pros-
perity of this industry. Additionally, the presence of lakes, navigable rivers,?® and large commercial ports such
as Bab al-Abwab, Baku, and Trabzon could have helped develop the shipbuilding industry in these areas since
wood was the main material used for shipbuilding [16, p. 48; 2, pp. 97, 98].

3.3.5. Leatherworking

Extensive animal husbandry and large hunting grounds could provide leather for various products such as
shoes, clothes, saddles, and military equipment among others. However, Ibn al-Faqih only mentions the pro-
duction of leather clothes from the skin of an animal which was called ashagh? and Ibn Hawqal mentioned the
leather saddles that were worked with silver and gold in these cities and were world-famous [2, p. 90].

3.3.6 Other crafts

In the areas under study, a variety of significant products were manufactured, including striped metal con-
tainers, decorative metal containers made of gold, silver, and jewels with original and artistic shapes, strong
glass containers and accessories, and precious conical crystals with gems of Hobb and ruby [2, p. 95] as well as
fine glass crystals. The materials for these products were extracted from mines in Armenian cities [27, p. 105].
Additionally, the decorations used on riding and war horses, war equipment, armor, and wooden dishes such
as plates and trays were produced from briarwood and chestnut. Carvings were also created by artists in these
areas [33, p. 1/182].

4. Trade

Geographers have unanimously agreed that trade was one of the pillars of economic prosperity. The stra-
tegic locations of Arran and Armenia, along with mass production of goods, diverse commercial products [2,
p. 92], efficient transportation routes, urban development, and established monetary systems, all contributed
to the economic success of these countries. This facilitated trade with neighboring states and the wider Islamic
world, particularly with Rome and other foreign countries. Trade mainly involved livestock products, agricul-
tural produce, minerals, textiles, and handicrafts. The multicultural and multilingual social structure of these
tribes played a significant role in expanding trade.

The cities of Barda“‘a, Dvin (Dabil), Barkari, Arjis, Akhlat, Nakjavan, and Badlis were home to many mer-
chants from other countries, creating prosperous markets [16, p. 158-9]. These areas were important centers
for supplying goods, including cotton clothes, due to their proximity to the tribes of the North Caucasus [18,
p. 1/195]. The people, along with merchants from Islamic countries, gathered in Trabzon and traded with
Rome and Ferang, supplying goods needed by the Islamic countries. Trabzon became a trade center for various
fabrics [2, p. 96], clothes, and carpets, importing brocade fabrics, Golabaton embroidery, Roman linen, woolen
fabrics, Roman clothes, and exporting manufactured textiles to other areas. Arran played a significant role in
trade from South to North and vice versa, while Armenia facilitated trade from East to West and vice versa. The
key factors in trade included markets and taxes.

4.1. Markets

In the 9th century, the market played an important role in the prosperity of domestic and foreign trade
due to the rapid development of commerce. In the 10th century, diverse and profitable markets were in Arran
and Armenia [1, p. 160]. The supply of agricultural, livestock, and industrial products, all kinds of textiles, the
exchange of money and goods between different ethnic groups, and the use of gold and silver coins in transac-
tions led to the prosperity of the markets and attracted many merchants.

The cities According to their size, had one or more main markets and several local and regional mar-
kets. Markets, Caravanserai, inns, and public facilities of the cities provided the merchants with welfare [40,
pp. 186-188]. The markets can be divided into two categories:

28. Shipping was common in the Aras and Kura rivers [2, p. 92; 21, p. 570].
29. It was a cat-like animal.
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Permanent markets. In most important cities like Shirwan, Baku, Shakki, Malazgird, and Akhlat, there
were permanent markets located in the middle of the city [18, pp. 2/556-60]. Barda‘a had flourishing bazaars,
caravanserais, and hot springs, and was considered the Khore [Bakhsh] bazaar of Arran [2, p. 86]. Barzand
was recognized as the market and port of Khore in Armenia [18, p. 2/561]. Dabil, known for textiles, had many
markets, with its main market being in the shape of a cross [18, p. 2/556—5571.

Temporary markets. Many markets were established in Armenia every year due to the production of live-
stock, carpets, and textiles. Various goods such as horses, silk fabrics, and Zari fabrics were sold in these mar-
kets [49, pp. 53—54]. There was a weekly market called “Koraki Bazaar”,3° held on Sundays outside Derbent
gate in Barda‘a. This market was so significant that the people of Arran used to refer to Sunday as “Koraki”
when counting the days of the week. The dimensions of this market were one parasang by one parasang [1,
p. 156]. It was the largest market for silk, fabric, and textiles in Arran, attracting people from Iraq and Khuz-
estan who made substantial profits there [18, p. 2/505].

4.2. Tax

During the time of the Islamic governments, collecting taxes from the states was a crucial way of earning
income. The taxes from Arran, Armenia, and Azerbaijan constituted a significant amount of money until
the end of the gth century and were collected by the governors of the Abbasid caliphs. However, the people
were unhappy with this situation. After the establishment of the semi-independent Sajid dynasty, the
rulers reduced taxes to appease the people. For example, the ruler canceled the exclusive tax imposed by
the Umayyads on fishing from Lake Van. They delegated the task of collecting taxes in the cities under
their rule to local rulers and peasants. The caliphs were content with the lower taxes as they maintained
their sovereignty.

During the Sallarid dynasty, “all the local rulers accepted his authority and agreed to pay tribute” [4, p. 74].
The tax courts were established in these areas.3'

The comparison of the amount of taxes from the 6th century to the 10th century indicates the size of the
economy of these countries3? and the leniency of the rulers regarding tax collection. This issue could result in
the relative satisfaction of the people and the prosperity of production and trade.

Collecting taxes based on economic power and paying non-cash tribute through agriculture and livestock
benefited farmers and artisans. Cash tribute forced people to sell products at low prices. The non-cash tribute
also provided food and necessities for the army and enabled the government to store food for times of scarcity
and famine.

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5. Export

The rulers aimed to increase trade and exports by enhancing trade routes and ports, leading to more busi-
ness trips from Arran and Armenia to various northern and western destinations. Products were initially sent
to warehouses and commercial centers before being distributed. The main export destinations were the com-
mercial centers of Rey and Mosul in Iraq. Exports of products can be categorized into five groups:

Quadrupeds and aquatic animals. The horses that were found in most regions, especially in Zuzan, were
world-famous and were exported to Iraq, Syria, and Khorasan. Likewise, livestock was exported to Mosul,
Jazirah, and other countries [2, pp. 85, 98; 32, p. 25]. All kinds of delicious fish, including Terrikh salt fish,
were exported to Mesopotamia, Khorasan, and all over the world [1, p. 159], as Salt fish to Basrah [12, p. 139],
and two fish called daragan and gashobeh to the regions of Ray and Iraq [2, p. 87].

Fruits and grains. Despite the abundance of fruit and cereal, there are not many reports on the export of
these products. Grapes were among the main products and were specially exported. In this regard, Ibn al-
Faqih says: “People used to bring large old vine trunks from the mountains of Armenia and Azerbaijan, whose
circumference reached twenty hand spans” [12, p. 171]. Additionally, groceries and grains were sent to Bagh-
dad and Wasit [18, p. 2/589].

Raw materials. Silk and wool were high-quality and world-renowned products that were exported (in sim-
ple and processed form), especially from Domanes and Bardaa, to places like Khuzestan, Iraq, and Rey [18,
p- 2/3809; 1, p. 156]. Honey and beeswax, produced in large quantities for making candles and lighting, were
also exported to other areas [16, p. 158; 18, p. 2/554].

Carpets and textiles. Arguably, the most significant exports were the carpets, rugs, and textiles, which were
renowned across the Islamic world and highly sought after [54, p. 36]. Red dyes [54, 128; 1, p. 158] which were
obtained from Rubia tinctorum and Coccus were exported to Gorgan, India, and other places for dyeing clothes
[41, pp. 134, 496; 2, p. 94]. The Red fabrics and woolen clothes from Khursan, Derbent, and Shirwan, great
rugs [18, p. 2/555], and linen fabrics [for doors and windows] from Armenia were exported to the whole world
[2, p. 88].

Industrial and mineral products. Borate from Lake Van, originally red and yellow orpiment was sent to
the other areas [2, p. 93]. In addition, red bieberite was sent to Yemen and Wasit for dyeing wool [31, pp. 39,
46, 48]. Unusual things and wooden utensils such as plates and trays, which were made of Khalanj (Erica ar-
borea) and chestnut wood [33, p. 2/182], Shirwan benchmark stone, Baku oil, and glass stone were exported
from Badlis.

Conclusion

The study demonstrates that despite political turmoil and the displacement of people, the economies of
Arran and Armenia prospered. Residents endured harsh conditions caused by internal and external conflicts,
rebuilding cities and villages through diligent efforts and the strategic use of natural resources to produce
agricultural and livestock goods. Additionally, a rich tradition of textile production inspired the continued
creation of renowned fabrics, clothing, carpets, curtains, floor coverings, and wall accessories. Local rulers
repaired damaged economic infrastructure in Arran and Armenia, revitalizing markets, docks, commercial
and residential centers, and caravanserais. Furthermore, commercial caravans from other regions facilitated
increased exports to Rome and other foreign markets, while goods were distributed across the Islamic world
to meet diverse demands. The agricultural products of Arran, particularly silk, and Armenia’s textiles, notably
carpets and cramoisy fabric, complemented each other, establishing these regions as vital trade hubs between
the Islamic world and other nations. Moreover, urbanization and the thriving metal, wood, weaving, carpet,
textile, and precious metal industries significantly contributed to the economic and commercial development
of Arran and Armenia.

Examining the commercial infrastructure of 10th-century Arran and Armenia, including roads, markets,
docks, trading houses, and merchants’ residences that facilitated east-west and south-north trade, provides
valuable insights into their commercial landscape. Additionally, researchers interested in this field can explore
the influence of the Silk Road on the economic development of these regions.

Introduction

The archaeological site Kom el-Hettan is being excavated by an expedition led by renowned Egyptologist
Dr. Hourig Sourouzian, as part of “The Colossi of Memnon and Amenhotep III Temple Conservation Project”.
Dr. Sourouzian and her team have undertaken a mission focused on the conservation and restoration of the
site. This monument, constructed during the reign of Amenhotep III (1391-1353 BC), one of the most formida-
ble rulers of Egypt’s New Kingdom (XVIII Dynasty), includes a mortuary temple referred to by ancient Egyp-
tians as the “House for Millions of Years.™

On the pedestal of one of the colossal statues of Amenhotep III, situated within the temple complex, inscrip-
tions identify various foreign nations through engravings of their representatives depicted as bound captives
— a motif commonly found in Egyptian art. The three captured figures represent “Hatti (Hittite state), Isyw,
and Irtw (Arzawa).”

The personification of foreign peoples, accompanied by their place names inscribed in crenellated car-
touches, reached its peak during the XVIII Dynasty and became one of the defining characteristics of statuary
and temple decoration under the reign of Amenhotep III.

Hatti, Arzawa

Two of these three states, Hatti and Arzawa, are also referenced in other Egyptian inscriptions. The earliest
references to Hatti and Arzawa in Egyptian records emerge during the reign of Thutmose III (1444-1412 BC).
The name Hatti appears five times in Egyptian monuments dating to the reign of Amenhotep III, specifically
within four geographical lists: at Kom el-Hettan (twice), Soleb, and Karnak (twice) [3, pp. 241].

The countries of Hatti and Arzawa are also referenced in the inscriptions on the pillars of the Temple of
Amon, built by Amenhotep III in Soleb, Nubia [3, pp. 240]. The name Arzawa appears in two letters from
the Amarna correspondence [4, pp. 101-103]%, which reference Amenhotep III’s marriage to the daughter of
Tarhundaradu, the King of Arzawa [5, pp. 184]. In one of the Amarna letters [4, pp. 114-115]3 addressed to
Pharaoh Akhenaten (1353-1336 BC) by King Suppiluliuma I of Hatti (1344-1322 BC), the correspondence high-
lights Hittite-Egyptian interactions during the reign of Amenhotep III [3, p. 243].

However, these relations were not characterized by amicable ties, as Egypt regarded Hatti as a potential
adversary in the north.

Historical evidence suggests that the Hittite state maintained close military and political relations with
Egypt from the time of Tudhaliya I/II in the first half of the 14™ century BC.# During the reigns of Hittite
kings Tudhaliya I/II and Arnuwanda I, the Hittite state experienced a brief period of military and political
upheaval, which resulted in significant territorial conquests. This expansion extended westward to the Aegean
Sea, northward to the Eastern Pontic Mountains, eastward into the western regions of the Armenian Highland,
and southward, where a decisive blow was dealt to Mitanni. This may explain why, during the reign of Hittite
King Arnuwanda I, relations between the former adversaries Mitanni and Egypt began to improve. Mitannian
King Artatama I (the first half of the 14" century BC) and Pharaoh Thutmose IV (circa 1400-1390 BC) estab-
lished amicable relations that were further solidified through a dynastic marriage. Consequently, in northern
Syria, the Hittites would now need to consider not only Mitanni’s interests but also those of Egypt.

Arzawa, primarily known through Hittite sources, was situated in the western regions of Asia Minor. At
its zenith, Arzawa was regarded as one of the most powerful states in the area and maintained diplomatic
relations with Egypt. The Arzawan political entity, often described as a “union” or “confederation,” included
Arzawa itself — later recognized as the central part of Lydia — along with several other political units, such as
Mira-Kuwaliya, Seha River Land, Hapalla, Zipasla-Hariyati, and Wilusa, among others [7, p. 52].

Additional information regarding the aforementioned two countries can be found in other Egyptian
inscriptions; however, the representative of ISuwa® depicted in the inscription between the two countries (Hatti
and Arzawa) stands as the sole example we possess from ancient Egypt.

Historical records indicate that during their northern campaigns, the ancestors of Amenhotep III — Thutmose
I (1484-1472 BC) and Thutmose III (1444-1412 BC) — extended their reach to Mitanni, near the Mitannian city
of Kargamis (modern-day Jarabulus/Cerablus, situated near the Syria-Turkey border). However, there is no
evidence indicating that Egyptian troops penetrated ISuwa, despite its proximity to Mitanni. Interestingly,
in spite of these military operations against Mitanni during that period, the Egyptians later established an
alliance with Mitanni to counter the threat posed by Hatti.

To solidify the anti-Hittite alliance, during the tenth year of his reign Amenhotep III married Giluk(h)epa,
the daughter of Suttarna I, the king of Mitanni. Subsequently, another king of Mitanni, Tusratta, communicated
with the Egyptian king through a letter [4, pp. 41-42]7, in which he reaffirmed the treaty between their empires
and presented gifts to the pharaoh. Following his successful defense against a Hittite attack, Tusratta not
only sent the customary gifts of greeting to Amenhotep III and Giluk(h)epa but also included artifacts from
his Hittite conquest, such as chariots and horses. In a later correspondence, it is written that he presented a
magnificent goblet, two gold necklaces adorned with rich blue lapis lazuli, ten chariots complete with horse
teams, and thirty slaves. Additionally, the king of Mitanni arranged for his daughter, Taduhepa, to marry
Amenhotep III [4, pp. 51-61, 72-84]°.

The primary sources of information about ISuwa, located in the southwestern region of the Armenian
Highland, are the Hittite texts. Situated near Mesopotamia, Asia Minor, and Syria, ISuwa had established
economic, cultural, and military-political connections with the states and peoples of these regions from ancient
times. Its territory served as a crucial crossroads, facilitating access to these areas and further into the Armenian
Highland. ISuwa is recognized as the earliest state to emerge in the south-western part of the Armenian High-
land, with references found in Hittite texts dating primarily to the second half of the 2" millennium BC.

ISuwa played a significant role in several geopolitical conflicts, initially between Hatti and Mitanni, followed
by tensions between Hatti and Assyria, and more recently, between Assyria and Urartu. The territory of the
ISuwa state predominantly corresponds to present-day Elazig Province in Turkey.® The boundaries of ISuwa
extended to the Aratsani River (modern Murat Su) in the north and the Euphrates River in the west. Identi-
fying the southeastern corner of ISuwa presents greater challenges; it is potentially located near the Upper
Mesopotamian Plain, close to the upper reaches of the Tigris River [12, p. 212], adjacent to the Taurus Moun-
tains and the land of Mitanni beyond. It is therefore not surprising that the Isuwans, defeated by the Hittite
Great King Tudhaliya I/II, fled to the land of Mitanni. Similarly, after his victory over ISuwa, Hittite king
Suppiluliuma I advanced into Mitanni [13, pp. 13-22, 50; 12: pp. 212]. To the east, the borders of ISuwa extend-
ed to the Byurakn Mountains (Bingol Daglar1), likely identified in Hittite texts as the Laha Mountains [14, pp.
83-84]. In this region, ISuwa bordered Hayasa (Azzi), another significant state within the Armenian Highland
[15]. To the south, ISuwa was bordered by the Armenian Highliand state of Alzi, situated in the upper basin of
the Tigris River within the historical region of Aghdznik in historical Armenia [16, p. 272]. To the north, I[Suwa
was adjacent to Pahhuwa Land (present-day Tunceli region in Turkey, historically known as Dersim) [17, p.
387, 18], as referenced in the Hittite text KUB XXIII 72'°. To the west, across the Euphrates River, ISuwa was
bordered by Tegarama* and the Hittite city of Malitia (modern archaeological site Arslantepe in Turkey) [21].

One of the earliest Hittite references to ISuwa can be found in the texts of King Tudhaliya I/II of Hat-
ti. One such text details ISuwa’s aggressive actions toward Hatti, as well as Tudhaliya’s subsequent invasion

and conquest of the region.’? This event is also documented in a significantly damaged text'® associated with
the subsequent Hittite king Arnuwanda I, who reigned in the first half of the 14™ century BC. The two texts
provide evidence of Tudhaliya I/II’s conquest of ISuwa; however, it remains uncertain whether this region
was previously beyond the influence of Hatti prior to the campaign, as there are currently no sources available
to clarify this issue. The accounts detailing Tudhaliya I/I’s invasion of ISuwa suggest that the Hittite king
launched an incursion due to the support the king of ISuwa had provided to the king of Mitanni, a rival of
Hatti. Additionally, significant information regarding Tudhaliya I/II’s raid on ISuwa is found in the “historical
introduction” of the treaty [13, p. 13ff.] signed between him and Sanussara, the King of Kizzuwatna (in the
south-eastern part of the Asia Minor).

ISuwa was once under Hittite control; however, during a subsequent advance of the Hittite army, a portion
of the population rebelled and sought refuge in Hurri Land (Mitanni). The king of Mitanni, Saustatar, refused
to return these refugees, and Mitannian troops subsequently invaded ISuwa, raiding its cities. This evidence
may lend support to the hypothesis that prior to the Hittite conquest, ISuwa maintained an alliance with its
southern neighbor, Mitanni, or at the very least, exhibited pro-Mitannian sentiments.* If the events described
in the treaty are accurate, the following sequence of events can be reconstructed: initially, as noted by Sausta-
tar, during the reign of his grandfather in the first half of the 15" century BC, a segment of the population from
ISuwa, likely consisting of noblemen, migrated to Mitanni before returning to their homeland. Simultaneously,
ISuwa became subject to the dominance of Hatti. Subsequently, ISuwa was liberated from Hittite rule with as-
sistance from Mitanni, which prompted a portion of its population to flee to Mitanni. It is highly probable that
these events, occurring during the reign of Tudhaliya I/II, ultimately resulted in ISuwa succumbing to Hittite
control.

A key source regarding the history of ISuwa is the “Text of Mita” [23, pp. 10-44]" which describes the
rebellion of Land of Pahhuwa (in the western part of the Armenian Highland), along with its allies against
Arnuwanda I, the King of Hatti. It examines the punitive measures enacted by the Hittite king in response to
the uprising and the subsequent renewal of an earlier treaty between the conflicting parties. Mita, the leader of
the rebellion, provided refuge to those fleeing from Hittite territory and conducted raids on neighboring states,
including ISuwa, Kummaha, and Timmiya.

In the previously discussed text, [Suwa is referenced in three distinct forms: 1) KUR YRVISuwa, meaning
“Land of the City of ISuwa”; 2) XUR[§uwa, translating to “Land of ISuwa”; and 3) "RVIsuwa, which denotes “City
of ISuwa.” Among the 13 cities mentioned in the text’s third section, three are definitely located within the
territory of ISuwa: Hinzuta, Sullamma, and Watarusna. These cities are also well-documented in Hittite texts
from a later period [23, pp. 111-112].

The land of ISuwa is referenced in the Hittite text KUB XXXI 103, which details a treaty between the Hittite
king Arnuwanda I and several regions along the Upper Euphrates. This text is directly connected to [23, pp. 44-
50]'. The Hittite tablet KBo XVI 42 provides a description of the Upper Euphrates region, mentioning several
geographical names, including Isuwa, Malitiya/Melid, Manzana, and [Hi]nzuta. Information about ISuwa is
also present in the instructions provided to the Hittite border commanders, likely dating to the reign of Arnu-
wanda I7. These instructions enumerate soldiers originating from the regions of Kassiya, Himuwa, Tegarama,
and ISuwa.®® This suggests that during this period, ISuwa was under Hittite control and was required to supply
troops to the Hittite military.

During the reign of Hittite King Tudhaliya III (1360-1344 BC), the Hittite State faced prolonged conflict
against multiple external threats, including incursions from ISuwa," indicating that ISuwa was no longer under
Hittite control at this time. This period was marked by assaults from nearly all neighboring states, leading to
the temporary loss of significant portions of the Hittite territory, including the capital, Hattusa, which fell into
enemy hands. It was only through considerable effort that Tudhaliya III, followed by his son Suppiluliuma I,
managed to restore the state’s territorial integrity.

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The agreement signed between Suppiluliuma I and Prince Sattiwaza of Mitanni2® also contains references
to ISuwa. The treaty was established following the conquest of Mitanni by the Hittite king Suppiluliuma I and
the subsequent appointment of Sattiwaza as the king of Mitanni. The document also provides vital informa-
tion about an event that took place during the reign of Suppiluliuma’s father, Tudhaliya III, likely at an early
stage of his rule. Notably, it references the flight of populations from the eastern regions of Hatti to ISuwa. In
some scholarly works, this segment of the treaty is informally referred to as the “ISuwan List.” This list details
the influx of individuals from various areas of the Hittite realm, which faced significant internal and external
political challenges at the time. Additionally, this period is corroborated by a text from the era of Hattusili IIT
(1267-1237 BC), which notes that ISuwa had launched an attack on the territory of Tegarama.? The Hittites
successfully reestablished their control over Tegarama and its neighboring regions; however, a segment of the
rebel population escaped to ISuwa [13, pp. 38-39]. The Hittites invaded and subsequently conquered ISuwa.
Following this, Suppiluliuma I returned the displaced inhabitants of Isuwa. Similar events are recounted by
Mursili IT (1321-1295 BC) in his account, “The Deeds of Suppiluliuma” [14, p. 83f.]. Finally, the “Nuhasse
Treaty” of Suppililiuma briefly alludes to his conquest of ISuwa.?? This indicates that during the initial years
of Suppiluliuma I’s reign, ISuwa was a hostile territory for the Hittites. However, over time, the King of Hatti
managed to conquer the ISuwans, regaining control of this strategically significant region.

Following these events, ISuwa temporarily ceased to be a focal point of great-power conflict. Its secure posi-
tion within the Hittite sphere of influence is suggested by the absence of any mention in the records of Mursili
I, even in relation to his war against Hayasa. In the sources pertaining to Muwattalli IT (1295-1272 BC), ISuwa
is referenced solely in connection with its deities in his grand prayer to the pihassassi Storm-God [27, p. 18, 38].

In a cult edict, the Hittite king Tudhaliya IV (1237-1209 BC) enumerates several ISuwan cities along with
the deities venerated in each [28, p. 90].

In the inscriptions of Hittite kings Hattusili III (circa 1267-1237 BC) and Tudhaliya IV, two rulers from I$u-
wa are mentioned: AriSarruma (also known as AliSarruma [29]) and Ehlisarruma. Additionally, several hiero-
glyphic seal impressions unearthed at the renowned archaeological site of Korucutepe in the Elazig (historical-
ly Kharberd) region in Turkey between 1968 and 19770 contribute valuable information to our understanding
of the cuneiform sources [30, pp. 135-147].

Comparison of these two groups of sources suggests the existence of kinship ties between the ISuwan and
Hittite dynasties [30, p. 140; 31, p. 178]2. The identification of Kilushepa, the Queen of ISuwa, in the seal of
Korucutepe has enabled H.G. Giiterbock to associate her with Kilushepa mentioned in two Hittite cuneiform
texts [30, pp. 139-141]>+. In these texts, the Hittite queen Puduhepa, the wife of Hattusili ITI, pledges to bestow
numerous gifts upon the deity in gratitude for the recovery of the son of the king of ISuwa. This oath suggests
a close kinship between the prince of ISuwa and Puduhepa, indicating that the dynasties of Hattusa and Isuwa
maintained strong familial ties, at least during the 13 century BC.

Conclusion

In concluding this article, it is important to highlight that the reign of Amenhotep III represented a pinnacle
of Egyptian diplomacy. During his rule, Egypt expanded its influence over foreign lands and peoples predom-
inantly through diplomatic means rather than military conquest. The list found at Kom el-Hettan should not
be interpreted as evidence that these territories were explicitly under Egyptian control during Amenhotep III’s
reign. Instead, the placement of the aforementioned toponyms depicted like bound captives in beneath the

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statue of Amenhotep IIT underscores the subjective and propagandistic nature of this representation. This is
particularly significant given that the use of captive ovals to illustrate foreign lands is a well-established con-
vention in Egyptian art.

The depiction of a toponym within a cartouche or a fortified oval, accompanied by the image of a bound prisoner,
constitutes a standard iconographic convention of the New Kingdom used to represent foreigners. Notably, some
countries mentioned in these lists were never subjugated by Egypt, and their rulers were perceived as equals by the
Egyptian pharaoh. Nevertheless, these names also appear on the statue-base lists at Kom el-Hettan, enclosed in
fortified ovals topped by representations of bound prisoners. Similar lists have been found at other Egyptian archae-
ological sites, such as the topographical lists on the front pylon of Ramses IIIT’s grand temple at Medinat Habu and
in various other locations. This pattern is particularly observable in the “Aegean list”.25 Certainly, several countries
on this list were never under Egyptian control. These names are also presented in cartouches, each surmounted by
bound prisoners. Consequently, the “Aegean list” cannot be interpreted as an assertion that the Aegean region was
under Egyptian control during the reign of Amenhotep III [37, pp. 2-6].

For ancient Egyptians, history was conceived as a ceremonial event in which each pharaoh triumphed over
chaos to restore stability, adhering to a canonically established ritual. Central to kingship was the maintenance
of cosmic order. The king’s primary duties involved establishing and safeguarding this order while averting
chaos. This principle extended to the standard military engagements against Egypt’s adversaries, portrayed as
foreign chieftains who submitted to the king’s authority. The destruction of these enemies was celebrated as
a ritualistic hunt, often depicted through the imagery of their overthrow. Notably, these political foes lacked
distinct identities; their roles were defined solely as opposers of order. The political conquest ensured the
maintenance of divine order both in the cosmos and in the afterlife. The king was viewed as the supreme ruler
over Egypt and its surrounding territories, embodying authority over the entire world. Thus, both Egypt and
its foreign lands were integral to this historical ritual [38].

The reign of Amenhotep III was marked by relative peace, as the Egyptians did not engage in military
conflict with Hatti. Furthermore, there is no evidence suggesting that Egyptian campaigns ever reached the
territory of the Armenian Highland or that they took captives from this region. This depiction may also carry
metaphorical, symbolic, or propagandistic significance, as the Egyptian Pharaoh sought to highlight the
northern boundaries of his influence, which extended from the southwest of the Armenian Highland (ISuwa)
to the west of Asia Minor (Arzawa).

An alternative explanation for the presence of the ISuwan figure in the stone carving may lie in the context
of recurring confrontations between Mitanni and Hatti. It is possible that Hittite and ISuwan prisoners of
war were sent to Egypt as diplomatic gifts and later depicted on the aforementioned monument. This event
likely occurred during the reign of Hittite King Arnuwanda I, a time when ISuwa was under Hittite control
and Mitanni sought to reclaim it. In the final years of Arnuwanda I’s reign or the early years of his successor,
Tudhaliya III, ISuwa may have experienced an Mitannian incursion as a result of which the Hittites lost their
control over it. Notably, ISuwa was among the regions that rebelled against the Hittite State during Tudhaliya
IIT’s reign (KBo VI 28). During this period, it is likely that the Mitannians sent the captured ISuwans as a gift
to the Egyptian Pharaoh. This practice is corroborated by letter EA 17 in the Amarna archive. In lines 28-38 of
the letter, Mitannian King Tusratta informs Amenhotep III of his victory over the Hittite forces and details the
spoils taken from the Hittites, as well as the gifts he is sending to the Pharaoh along with the correspondence
[39, p- 351, 4, pp. 41-42]. While no ISuwan captives were explicitly mentioned, the practice of presenting such
gifts was common in Egyptian-Mitannian relations.

It is very interesting that artifacts of Egyptian origin, such as scarab seals, pendants, and luxury items, were
discovered at archaeological sites throughout various regions of the Armenian Highland during this period. These
findings further attest to the interactions between the Armenian Highland and Egypt during that time [40].

An analysis of historical information regarding the ancient country of ISuwa suggests that the Egyptians
were likely aware of ISuwa or may have encountered the ISuwans during their diplomatic missions to Mitanni.
Given the established trade relations between Egypt and Mitanni, it is plausible that these interactions extended
to ISuwa as well. This could indicate that Egyptians ventured into the Armenian Highland to foster trade or
diplomatic ties with the region.

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“TO THE OTHER WORLD WITH OWN SUPPLIES”:
VISUAL SYMBOLS ON MUSLIM FUNERARY MONUMENTS
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Abstract. A distinctive feature of funerary monuments at Muslim shrines in Eurasia and the Caucasus is the
prevalence of imagery depicting weapons, tools, and household items on tombstones and within mausoleums. Zoomorphic
motifs, including totem animals, and, less frequently, anthropomorphic images, often appear in the decoration of these
structures. The interiors of Kazakh mausoleums are adorned with similar iconography. Existing scholarship often limits
analysis to formal descriptions of these images or cursory interpretations linking them to the deceased’s profession or
invoking their “ancient roots” through historical and ethnographic comparisons. Such approaches are narrowly focused
and leave broader anthropological questions underexplored. This study examines a selection of artifacts, including
previously unpublished examples, and proposes a reinterpretation of the imagery on these grave structures. We view them
as expressions of material culture that embody the societal imagination and ideological frameworks of their creators, who
evidently perceived no religious prohibitions against such decorations. By adopting a broader anthropological perspective,
this article considers these images not merely as ethnographic artifacts but as a form of “non-written reading” that reveals
the religious practices, beliefs, and cultural ideologies of the communities that produced them.

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EPIGRAPHIC ANALYSIS OF TOMBSTONES
OF BALKAR ARISTOCRATS IN VERKHNY CHEGEM CEMETERY
AND THEIR BIOGRAPHICAL DETAILS

Abstract. The ancient Balkar village of Eltyubyu, also known as Verkhny Chegem, is situated in the upper reaches of
the Chegem River in the southwestern part of the Chegem District, Kabardino-Balkarian Republic. Prior to the October
Revolution, Verkhny Chegem served as the central settlement of the Chegem Society of Balkaria, hosting members of all
its princely families. This study examines Arabic-language tombstones of Balkar aristocrats located in the cemetery of
Eltyubyu (Verkhny Chegem) and provides biographical data on the individuals commemorated. The significance of this
research stems from its novelty, as the topic has not been the subject of dedicated academic research, offering new insights
into the social history and ethnography of the Balkar people. The surviving epitaphs on these tombstones represent a
valuable historical source, particularly in light of the tragic events that impacted the Balkar aristocracy in the 20th century.
The objective of this study is to translate the Arabic inscriptions on the tombstones of the Chegem princes and to provide
concise biographical details about them. An interdisciplinary approach was adopted, incorporating narrative, historical-
genealogical, and contextual methodologies. The translations of epitaphs from ten tombstones, identified by the authors,
are introduced into academic discourse for the first time. Notably, the names of stone carvers were identified on some of the
tombstones, adding to their scholarly value. The tombstones belong to members of the principal aristocratic families of the
Chegem Society of Balkaria, namely the Balkarukovs, Barasbievs, and Kelemetovs, with the exception of the Kuchukovs,
who remain unidentified at this stage.

Abstract. This study reconstructs the trade relations between the Kumyk territories and the Russian Empire during
the second half of the eighteenth century, utilizing archival materials from the Central State Archives of the Republic of
Dagestan, specifically Collection No. 379, “Kizlyar Commandant.” The exploration of trade and economic interactions
between the Russian Empire and the peoples of the North Caucasus remains a central focus within Russian Caucasus
studies. Although existing scholarship has primarily addressed Russian trade and economic relations with the region in
broad terms, detailed analyses of interactions with specific ethnic groups, such as the Kumyks, remain limited. This article
seeks to address this scholarly gap. Employing both historical and logical research methodologies, the study ensures an
objective and rigorous examination of Russian-Kumyk trade relations in their historical development. The historical method
facilitates a reliable reconstruction of these relations, while the logical method enables the formulation of conclusions and
generalizations. The analysis reveals that, by the second half of the eighteenth century, Russian-Kumyk trade relations
had evolved to a qualitatively new stage, laying the groundwork for the Kumyk territories’ incorporation into the Russian
Empire. The study concludes that: first, the integration of Kumyk polities into the Russian Empire was significantly driven
by robust Russian-Kumyk trade ties and the alignment of their economic interests; second, the incorporation of the Kumyk
territories into the Russian economic sphere substantially enhanced the region’s economic vitality, elevating it to a new
developmental level; and third, through strategic and pragmatic economic engagement with the Kumyk polities, Russia not
only solidified its economic influence in the region but also initiated political penetration, ultimately leading to Dagestan’s
complete integration into the Russian Empire. Close trade connections between the Kumyk polities and Russia played a
pivotal role in fostering the irreversible trend toward integration into Russia’s economic, political, and cultural spheres.

ACADEMICIAN V.V. BARTOLD AND CAUCASIAN STUDIES

Abstract. The study of the Caucasus did not constitute Academician V.V. Bartold’s primary academic focus.
Nevertheless, as a scholar specializing in medieval history and literature (Turkologist, Iranist, and Arabist), an Islamic
scholar, and an administrator, Bartold frequently engaged with the history of the Caucasus. His sustained interest in this
region is evidenced by his correspondence with Academician N.Ya. Marr, an archaeologist, literary scholar, and linguist,
with over fifty documents discovered and published. The V.V. Bartold collection, housed at the St. Petersburg Branch of the
Archives of the Russian Academy of Sciences (SPbB ARAS), includes both the original offprints of Bartold’s published works
on various aspects of Caucasian history and autographs of unpublished works. These materials indicate that the Caucasus
held a more significant place in Bartold’s scholarly activity than previously acknowledged, with several of these works
remaining relevant to contemporary scholarship. During 1922—1923, Russian academic and cultural institutions faced a
challenging campaign to transfer historical and cultural artifacts of Georgian or presumed Georgian origin to Georgia. In
this context, V.V. Bartold, serving as deputy chairman of the State Academy of the History of Material Culture (GAIMK)
and as a colleague of S.F. Oldenburg at GAIMK and the Russian Academy of Sciences, actively participated in efforts
to oppose this campaign. Bartold contributed to the scholarly and museum communities’ endeavors to halt the transfer
process or, at minimum, to reduce the number of artifacts transferred. A report authored by Bartold, preserved in the V.V.
Bartold collection at the SPbB ARAS, documents a meeting of the GAIMK Council. In this report, Bartold articulates, on
behalf of GAIMK, the scholarly position advocating for the preservation of national historical and cultural heritage, the
maintenance of globally significant scientific and cultural centers, and the integrity of museum and library collections.

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Abstract. This article examines the development of Soviet historiography of the North Caucasus through the
biographical lens of historian Abdurakhman Avtorkhanov. The work is based on both published and previously unstudied
materials from collections of the State Archives of the Russian Federation and the Central State Archives of the Republic
of Dagestan. As a party functionary and one of Chechnya’s earliest professional historians, Avtorkhanov published several
works on regional history between 1930 and 1936. His research focused on the Caucasian War, highlander resistance,
post-war interactions between the North Caucasus and the Russian Empire, the Russian Revolution, and the Sovietization
of Chechnya. His early writings, aimed at a general audience, were steeped in revolutionary-proletarian ideology and
aligned with Marxist principles, though they lacked direct references to Marxist-Leninist classics and theoretical depth.
After graduating from the Institute of Red Professors in 1937, Avtorkhanov’s later works exhibit a more structured and

BURIAL SITES OF THE LATE
KAYAKENT-KHOROCHOY CULTURE:
CHRONOLOGY AND CULTURAL SIGNIFICANCE

Abstract. This article examines the burial sites of the late phase of the Kayakent-Khorochoy culture in Dagestan
and Chechnya and addresses ongoing debates concerning their ethnocultural affiliation and interpretation. The study
analyzes issues related to the understanding of materials from the final phase of the Kayakent-Khorochoy culture. Some
archaeologists, including V.I. Kanivtsev, V.G. Kotovich, V.M. Kotovich, and O.M. Davudov, argue that the late phase
represents an independent period within the Bronze Age culture of Dagestan and Chechnya or a distinct stage in the
cultural and historical development of the Pradagestano-Namen ethnic massif. Conversely, the majority of scholars,
such as E.I. Krupnov, V.I. Markovin, M.G. Gadzhiev, M.Kh. Oshaev, G.D. Ataev, R.G. Magomedov, S.B. Burkov, and
A.L. Budaichiev, contend that the materials from the late phase sites are genetically linked to earlier phases of the
Kayakent-Khorochoy culture. They reject the characterization of the late phase sites as an independent period disconnected
from earlier cultural phases. Recent investigations of newly discovered Kayakent-Khorochoy culture burial sites provide
evidence supporting the views of V.G. Kotovich and others, particularly regarding the disappearance of various ceramic
forms, numerous types of bronze jewelry, and the absence of antimony-based jewelry in the materials from the final phase.
These findings challenge the designation of an independent Talginsky stage, suggesting instead that the Talginsky burial
ground and related burial sites are integrally connected to earlier Kayakent-Khorochoy culture sites. The article also
discusses issues of periodization and chronology of these burial sites.

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CRANIOMETRIC STUDY OF MEDIEVAL CIRCASSIANS:
EVIDENCE FROM GOSUDARSTVENNIY NO. 258
AND GOSTAGAEVSKAYA-1 BURIAL GROUNDS

Abstract. This study presents the results of a morphometric analysis of craniological data from two series attributed
to the Circassian population of the late 12th to 13th centuries, based on associated material culture. The samples
originate from burial grounds located on the Right Bank of the Kuban River, designated as “Gosudarstvenniy No. 258”
and “Gostagaevskaya-1.” Both burial grounds were excavated from mounds and are situated in close proximity to each
other. However, differences in funerary practices were observed, notably the use of stone crepides in the mounds of
“Gosudarstvenniy No. 258.” Both series exhibit significant skeletal fragmentation, limiting the analysis to seven male
crania from “Gosudarstvenniy No. 258” and eight male crania from “Gostagaevskaya-1,” examined using an expanded
craniometric program. The objectives of this study are to characterize the craniometric features of the two samples,
compare them using Student’s t-test, and conduct an intergroup comparison with previously published data. The
population associated with “Gosudarstvenniy No. 258” is characterized by a dolichocranic cranial vault and a narrow face,
with most latitudinal cranial dimensions exhibiting average values. In contrast, the population from “Gostagaevskaya-1” is
mesocranic and narrow-faced, with most cranial dimensions also showing average values. Both series are classified within
the broader Eurasian racial group. Statistical analysis revealed significant similarities between the two samples. Intergroup
comparison, employing canonical analysis, indicated a high degree of similarity with Adyghe series from the 13th to 15th
centuries.

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FIFTEENTH-CENTURY DECORATED TOMBSTONES
FROM KUBACHI BEARING THE NAMES OF ALLAH,
THE PROPHET MUHAMMAD AND CALIPH ALI IBN ABI TALIB

Abstract. This article presents an artistic, stylistic, and historical analysis of two 15-th century Muslim tombstones
from Kubachi, each adorned with embossed late-Kufic Arabic inscriptions and floral ornamentation. The inscriptions on
both tombstones feature the names of Allah, His Prophet Muhammad, and the fourth righteous caliph, Ali ibn Abi Talib.
One tombstone (No. 1) bears a date of manufacture, corresponding to 837 Hijra (1433—34 CE). The other (No. 2) lacks
a specific date but, based on paleographic characteristics of the Arabic decorative inscription and the style of the floral
ornamentation, is attributed to the mid-15th century. On Tombstone No. 1, the inscriptions are arranged within circular
embossed medallions positioned along the vertical axis of the central field. On Tombstone No. 2, the inscriptions are located
at the left end of an embossed decorative Arabic inscription within an ornamental-epigraphic band that encircles the
tombstone’s field in a semicircular arch. The inscription represents the Shahada, the Islamic declaration of monotheism:
“There is no deity but Allah, and Muhammad is the Messenger of Allah.” The decorative inscriptions on both tombstones
are carved against a background interwoven with relief floral motifs, characterized by a continuous wavy stem adorned
with trifoliate leaves, semi-trifoliates, semi-palmettes, and other foliage. The ornamental designs of the tombstones are
distinctive and expressive, suggesting they were crafted by two different artisans, likely skilled as both epigraphists and
ornamentalists. The inclusion of the name of the righteous caliph Ali may indicate the influence of Shiism in Kubachi
during this period.

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Abstract. The article discusses archaeological research conducted within the Azerbaijani sector of the Caspian Sea
over a period spanning nearly nine decades. Underwater archaeological investigations in the territory of Azerbaijan can
be categorized into four chronological phases: 1) 1938-1940, 1946, and 1962; 2) 1968-1987; 3) 2008; and 4) 2022-2024.
The primary archaeological investigations of the initial phase were undertaken in 1939 under the direction of Professor
E. Pakhomov, in collaboration with archaeologists I. Jafarzade and O. Ismizade. This research focused on the island of Bayil
Qasri, also known as Sabail City, situated approximately 300-350 meters southwest of the Baku coastline, as well as on the
adjacent seabed. During the second phase (1968-1987), Z. Yampolsky served as a consultant, and diving operations were
executed by V. Kvachidze. These efforts led to the identification of over 4,000 material and cultural artifacts, along with
the potential localization of submerged settlements. The third phase, conducted by archaeologist I. Aliyev in 2008 on the
Absheron Peninsula, approximately 500 meters from a site known as Shahri-Gurgan, documented the underwater remains

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Introduction

Owing to its geographical position, the territory of Azerbaijan has historically served as a bridge between
Western Asia and the North Caucasus, as well as Central Asia and Asia Minor. This region has frequently been
the site of conflicts among major powers and empires. Consequently, these wars have led to the destruction
of settlements, the displacement of populations, and the devastation of agricultural lands. Two major rivers,
the Kura and the Aras, traverse the territory of Azerbaijan, while its eastern border is defined by the Caspian
Sea. Periodic flooding of these rivers, coupled with the transgression and regression of the Caspian Sea, has
led to natural disasters that submerged numerous cities, villages, settlements, and necropolises. The research
presented in this article deals with the underwater archaeological investigations. Nearly ninety years have
passed since the beginning of underwater archaeological research within the territory of Azerbaijan. These
investigations can be categorized into four chronological phases: 1) 1938-1940, 1946, and 1962; 2) 1968-1987;
3) 2008; and 4) studies commencing from 2022-2024.

Main text

The Caspian Sea, the largest inland body of water situated between the South Caucasus and Central Asia,
serves as a natural boundary between Europe and Asia. Its economic and strategic significance has long
attracted the attention of historians, geographers, and travelers. Spanning approximately 1,200 km in length,
with a maximum width of 554 km, the Caspian Sea boasts a coastline extending between 6,500 and 6,700 km,
of which over 800 km falls within the Republic of Azerbaijan (Fig. 1).

In the Avesta, the Caspian Sea is referred to as “Vouru-Kashap,” meaning “wide body of water.” Researchers
believe that the Caspian, Aral, and Black Seas were once interconnected, forming what was known as the “Sea
of Khvalin” [10, pp. 6—7, 26].

The Caspian Sea has been known by approximately 70 different names throughout history. Its oldest known
designation, for this unique body of water, is associated with the Kassi people who inhabited the region during
the 2nd millennium BC. Researchers have linked the Kaspi (where “-pi” is a plural suffix), who resided in
the southwest of the Caspian Sea in the 1st millennium BC, to the earlier Kassi [20, p. 104]. The appellation
“Caspian” is derived from the Khazar Khaganate, which existed along its coast and surrounding territories for
roughly three centuries, from the latter half of the 7th century to the mid-1oth century [17, p. 3].

In the 4th century BC, Alexander the Great commissioned an expedition to investigate the Caspian Sea.
Arrian recorded that Alexander (Iskander) “sent Heraclid... with shipbuilders... to Hyrcania, ordering him
to cut down the forests in the Hyrcania mountains and build long ships of the Hellenic type, both covered
and open. His aim was to ascertain which sea the body of water known as either the ‘Caspian’ or ‘Gyrkan’
was connected to...” [4, p. 57]. However, this objective was not realized during his lifetime but was pursued
approximately 40 years after his death. The participants of that expedition concluded that the Caspian Sea was
not an inland sea. Nevertheless, Arrian believed this conclusion to be erroneous, asserting that the Caspian Sea
is a landlocked body of water, not connected to any ocean [6, pp. 13—14].

Information regarding the Caspian Sea and its resources from figures such as the Greek geographer and
historian Strabo (64 BC-24 AD), C. Ptolemy (70-147 AD), the medieval Arab travelers and historians Abu
Dulaf, Yaqut al-Hamawi (1179-1229), Hamdullah Qazvini (1280-1349), Abd al-Rashid al-Bakuvi (14th-15th
centuries), and the German scientist Adam Olearius (17th century), among others, has been documented in
historical sources [5, pp. 14—15, 23, 119, 167, 174, 181].

Underwater archaeological research

The first stage of underwater archaeological research in the Caspian Sea, led by Professor E. Pakhomov
and archaeologists 1. Jafarzade and O. Ismizade, covers the period of 1938-1940. These investigations were
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subsequently continued in 1946 and 1962. Primarily in 1939, archaeological research was concentrated on
the island known as “Bayil Qasri” or “Sabail City,” situated approximately 300-350 meters southwest of the
Baku coastline, as well as on the adjacent seabed. This island measures 140 meters in length and 35 meters
in width and is encircled by a stone wall (1.2-2 meters wide) featuring 3 circular and 12 semicircular towers
(Fig. 2; Fig. 5). Discoveries at the site include construction remnants, ceramic vessels, a grainstone, copper
coins bearing the name of Shirvanshah Gershasb (1203-1224), and various other artifacts. Over 700 inscribed
stones, each measuring 70 cm in length, 25-50 cm in width, and 12-15 cm in thickness, were retrieved from the
water (Fig. 3). These stones bear Arabic inscriptions, Quranic verses accompanied by depictions of humans
(Fig. 4), birds, and animals, the construction date of the fortress in 1234/35, and the names of different cities,
artisans, and Shirvanshahs. Archaeological investigations conducted both underwater and on the island have
indicated that the fortress walls were erected in the late 12th and early 13th centuries, during a period of low
Caspian Sea water levels. However, in the early 14th century, tectonic shifts (earthquakes) led to the collapse of
the castle walls. The island remained submerged for an extended period. By the early 18th century, in 1723, the
monument began to re-emerge due to the regression of the sea [2, pp. 129—133]. The incomplete construction
work and subsequent abandonment of the island at that time are likely attributable to the transgression (rise
in water level) of the Caspian Sea.

In the early 20th century, as a result of the Caspian Sea’s regression, the fortress walls of “Sabail City”
(Fig. 6) were exposed once again (photograph taken in 1904). Some scholars suggest that this structure served
as a defensive fortification, a customs facility, and a place of worship. It is also believed that a significant temple
associated with fire worshipers was situated in the island’s central area [1, pp. 104—105].

The Sabail Fortress is distinctly depicted in the writings and illustrations of Engelbert Kaempfer, a scholar
and traveler who visited Baku in 1683 (Fig. 7) [12, pp. 264—267].

Although archaeological research in the coastal areas and seabed of the Azerbaijani sector of the Caspian
Sea experienced a pause for several years, the second phase commenced in the late 1960s. By Order No.
358 of the Council of Ministers of the Azerbaijan SSR, dated July 24, 1968, and Resolution No. 702 of the
Azerbaijan Academy of Sciences, dated August 9, 1968, the responsibility for studying underwater historical
and archaeological monuments of the Caspian Sea was assigned to the Azerbaijan History Museum. Upon the
recommendation of Z. Yampolsky, the head of the “Submarine Group,” diver V. Kvachidze initiated underwater
archaeological investigations. Over a period of 20 years (1968-1987), research was conducted periodically along
the Caspian coast and islands, resulting in the discovery of more than 4,000 material and cultural remains
(Fig. 8). The primary investigations were conducted at Cape Shuvalan, in the eastern part of the Absheron
Peninsula opposite Cape Gurgan, within the Baku Bay and at the Sabail underwater fortification, in the ancient
Kura River channel, and at Cape Bandovan in the Salyan region. The research undertaken at Bandovan Cape is
considered a significant phase in the history of underwater archaeology [7, pp. 3—5]. Numerous pottery vessels
dating from the 9th to the 14th centuries were observed at two locations there. Cultural layers and remnants of
furnaces, stone anchors, metal artifacts, and silver and copper coins were discovered both underwater and along
the coastline. These urban settlements were provisionally designated as Bandovan-1 and Bandovan-2. The two
medieval settlements, situated approximately 20 km apart, were subsequently identified as the submerged
cities of Gashtasbi and Mugan. Alongside V. Kvachidze, G. Agayev also participated in the underwater research
efforts. These expeditions further involved specialists and amateur divers invited from Leningrad, Moscow,
and Rostov. Underwater archaeological research was discontinued due to the socio-political events of 1987

[13, pp. 31-33].

Numismatic material

Medieval sources provide information about the province and city of Gashtasbi, significant trading ports
situated on the Caspian Sea coast between the Aras and Kura rivers, as well as the nearby city of Mahmudabad.
According to these accounts, the city of Mahmudabad was founded by the Mongol ruler Mahmud Ghazan
Khan (1295-1304) following his conversion to Islam. He relocated the population of the province and city of
Gashtasbi, which had been destroyed by Hulagu Khan (1256-1265), to this new location [3, pp. 171—176]. Both
Gashtasbi and Mahmudabad were important settlements that played a notable role in the medieval history
of Azerbaijan. Evidence of this includes the presence of mints in Gashtasbi (14th century) and Mahmudabad

(14th—15th centuries), as well as in Baku, Nakhichevan, Shamakhi, Barda, Ganja, and other major cities in
Azerbaijan. Medieval silver coins minted in these cities are preserved in the Numismatic Fund of the National
Museum of History of Azerbaijan (NF NMHA) of the Azerbaijan National Academy of Sciences (ANAS). The
coins from Gashtasbi and Mahmudabad represent numismatic relics that have survived to the present day
from these cities, which are now submerged in the Caspian Sea. Among these are dirhams minted in Gashtasbi
during the reign of the Ilkhanid ruler Anushirvan (AH 745-757 / AD 1344-1357), the Jalayirid sultans Sheikh
Uways (AH 757-776 / AD 1357-1374), Husayn (AH 776-784 / AD 1374-1382), and Ahmad (AH 784-813 / AD
1382-1410), as well as coins minted in Mahmudabad during the rule of the Golden Horde khan Tokhtamysh
(AH 788-792 / AD 1386-1389) and the Qara Qoyunlu ruler Qara Yusuf (AH 809-823 / AD 1406-1420). The
majority of these coins are documented in the works of numismatic scholars [8; 14; 15; 16; 18].

The silver dirham minted in the city of Gashtasbi in the name of the Ilkhanid ruler Anushirvan (1344-1357)
(Fig. 9) bears the title khan rather than sultan. This coin, weighing 1.04 g and measuring 15 mm, is dated AH
756 / AD 1355 (NF NMHA), inventory no. 6482).

Gashtasbi dirhams were discovered in the 20th century in Russia, specifically at the Selitrennoe settlement
in the Astrakhan region, alongside coins of the Golden Horde, Ilkhanids, Jalayirids, and Muzaffarids (288
pieces) [16, p. 75].

In 1382 CE (AH 784), the Jalayirid Sultan Ahmad (Qiyas ad-Din, r. AH 784-813 / CE 1382-1410) initiated a
campaign against the city of Tabriz, overthrowing his brother and assuming power. A silver dirham attributed
to his reign features the following inscription on the obverse (translated): “The just Sultan | Sultan Ahmad
Bahadur | Khan, may God make his reign everlasting.” This coin is preserved in the collection of the Numismatic
Fund of the National Museum of History of Azerbaijan (NF NMHA), inventory no. 24772. It weighs 1.1 grams,
has a diameter of 13 mm, and is dated AH 785 (1383 CE). The word signifying “minted” is inscribed above,
while “Gashtasbi” appears on the bottom line. The reverse displays a three-line symbol of Islam, surrounded
by the names of the four Rightly Guided Caliphs (Fig. 10).

In 1907, a dirham of Sultan Ahmad minted in Gashtasbi was discovered in the city of Tetyushi in the
Republic of Tatarstan. The latest known coin produced at the Gashtasbi mint dates to 1490 [15, pp. 61, 115].

A silver dirham bearing the name of the Mongol Khan Tokhtamysh (Fig. 11) is housed in the NF NMHA,
inventory no. 6642. The inscription reads (translated): “The majestic Sultan | Tughtamish Bahadur | Khan
may his power endure,” with the mint name Mahmudabad inscribed above. The date, translated as “Minted
in the year 792 [1389 CE],” is engraved in the surrounding segments. The coin weighs 1.3 grams and has a
diameter of 17 mm.

Numismatic analysis has confirmed the presence of Mahmudabad dirhams from the period of Tokhtamysh
Khan in coin hoards discovered in 1851 in the village of Voskresensky, Dnipropetrovsk region, Ukraine [14,
p- 74]; in 1902 in the village of Vinnovki, Syzran region, Kuybyshev Oblast [15, pp. 58, 61, 115]; and in 1986 in
the village of Karatun, Apastovsky District, Republic of Tatarstan [11, p. 220]. The discovery of Gashtasbi and
Mahmudabad silver coins across various locations within the modern Commonwealth of Independent States
(CIS) corroborates the trade connections of that era.

In a hoard unearthed in 1973 in the village of Amili, Qabala region, dirhams resembling the Jalayirid
coinage produced by the Shamakhi, Baku, Ardabil, Derbent, and Mahmudabad mints were minted in the
names of Pirbudag Khan (1410-1418) and Shah Yusif Noyan [8, p. 176]. The weight of the silver coins minted in
Mahmudabad and held in various collections ranges from 1.82, 1.85, and 1.91 to 5.05 grams.

The third phase of underwater archaeological research was conducted by archaeologist I. Aliyev in
2008. Ceramic samples dating from the 11th to the 13th centuries were collected from a site known as
Shahri-Gurgan (Gurgan city) on the Absheron Peninsula, near the lighthouse. The underwater remains
of a medieval settlement and a cemetery were discovered approximately 500 meters from the coast.
Exploratory work was also undertaken in the Shirvan State Reserve in the Salyan region. Within the ruins
of the ancient city of Mugan, fragments of glazed and unglazed pottery dating from the 9th to the 13th
centuries were found. The island of Sangi-Mugan was inhabited by Russian-Normans from the gth to the
11th centuries and by the pirates of Stepan Razin in the 17th century, and numerous naval engagements
occurred there. Remains of ship anchors and pottery samples were observed in the southern part of the
island [9, pp. 114—117]. This third phase of underwater archaeological research concluded in the same
year. The work was suspended in 2008 due to a lack of technical equipment, suitable vessels, and trained
divers, despite some advancements being made (Fig. 12).
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The fourth phase of underwater archaeological research in Azerbaijan commenced in 2022. The decrease in
the water level of the Kura River that year led to the discovery of material and cultural remains in certain coastal
zones. Consequently, by the directives of the Director General of the Institute of Archaeology, Ethnography
and Anthropology of ANAS, A. G. Seyidov, archaeologist M. Mustafayev undertook the investigation of pitcher
graves in the village of Pirabba, Neftchala district, and household utensils found scattered in the riverbed
near the village of Shorkand (Fig. 13) during April-May 2022 and March 2023. A jar burial, discovered in the
northwestern part of Pirabba village within the Kura River bed, was excavated from the water. Several other
jar burials were also found in the vicinity. One of the jars measured approximately 1.8 meters in height. Pottery
vessels were discovered inside these jar graves. Analysis of the recovered material and cultural samples indicates
that they date to the 1st-2nd centuries AD. These findings suggest the presence of a jar burial necropolis along
the Kura River. The “jar burial culture” in the territory of Caucasian Albania spans from the 4th century BC to
the 8th century AD.

Considering the significance of the aforementioned discoveries, the “Caspian Archaeology” department was
established at the Institute of Archaeology, Ethnography and Anthropology of ANAS to conduct underwater
archaeological research in the Caspian Sea and other water bodies. In August-September 2024, under the
direction of Professor Dr. A. G. Seyidov, archaeological explorations were undertaken in the vicinity of Zira and
Pirallahi, situated in the Khazar district of the Absheron Peninsula, as well as in the medieval city of Shahri-
Gurgan [19, pp. 3—12]. These investigations led to the discovery of pottery dating from the 12th to the 14th
centuries and the remnants of two shipwrecks from the 19th century in the Caspian Sea (Fig. 14).

Currently, the exhibition titled “Caspian Atlantis: Material Culture of the gth—19th Centuries” at the
National Museum of History of Azerbaijan features artifacts (ceramics, metal, stone, bone, etc.) recovered
by an underwater archaeological team with the involvement of museum staff during the 1968-1987 period
(Fig. 15).

Conclusion

In conclusion, despite the considerable positive outcomes resulting from nearly 9o years (albeit with
interruptions) of underwater archaeological research in the Azerbaijani sector of the Caspian Sea, there remains
a significant necessity for further investigation of the seabed. The recent regression of the Caspian Sea has
exposed construction remnants, material and cultural samples, artifacts related to maritime history, and the
remains of submerged vessels in coastal areas. Undoubtedly, numerous undiscovered monuments and cultural
artifacts lie on the seabed, awaiting systematic investigation. We believe that, notwithstanding the existing
limitations in technical resources (such as ships, divers, diving equipment, and aerial survey capabilities),
opportunities should be maximized to continue underwater archaeological research throughout the year.

Given the constraints on conducting archaeological research at any time in the Caspian Sea, collaborations
with relevant organizations should be established to facilitate more efficient underwater archaeological
investigations utilizing specialized equipment, tools, and devices mounted on their vessels.

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ARCHEOZOOLOGICAL STUDIES
OF VERKHNENOYBERSKOYE 1 SETTLEMENT

Abstract. In 2022 and 2023, rescue excavations were conducted at the 17th—19th-century settlement of
Verkhnenoyberskoye 1in the Gudermes District of the Chechen Republic. The excavation area encompassed the settlement’s
agricultural zone rather than its residential core, revealing seasonal structures used for processing agricultural products,
furnace chambers, and clay extraction pits. This paper presents the findings of an archeozoological analysis of materials
recovered from these excavations. The primary objective is to introduce the results of the archeozoological collection
from Verkhnenoyberskoye 1 into scholarly discourse. The study employs contemporary methodologies developed at the
Institute of Archaeology of the Russian Academy of Sciences to investigate the roles of hunting and animal husbandry in
the settlement’s economy. The archeozoological assemblage comprises 11,881 bone fragments, with fish and bird remains
being scarce and wild mammal bones rare. Domestic ungulates predominate, with small ruminants constituting the largest
proportion, followed by cattle, with fewer horse remains and minimal pig bones. Beef was the primary meat consumed,
and the slaughter of young cattle and small ruminants, peaking at approximately two years of age, indicates a sustainable
production system. Cattle were primarily utilized for meat and dairy, with an emphasis on milk production, while small
ruminants were raised for wool, milk, meat, and hides. Domestic animal bones were also repurposed for simple household
tools. Notably, the assemblage includes 39 large dog skeleton fragments and 83 scattered dog bones, suggesting significant
dog mortality. Two hypotheses are proposed: death due to natural causes or as a result of shifts in religious practices.

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CYBERETHNOGRAPHY AND ETHNIC IDENTITY:
A CASE STUDY OF THE SHAPSUGS
OF THE WESTERN CAUCASUS

Abstract. The complexity of identifying ethnosocial processes in multiethnic areas requires flexible research algorithms
and a wide array of sources. This article addresses the challenge of correlating socio-economic and cultural-ethnic processes
as they are reflected in both virtual and real-world spaces. The focus is on the methods and algorithms of cyberethnographic
research and their potential application in studying ethnosocial processes found in social communication forms within rural
enclaves of multiethnic mountain ecosystems. The primary goal of this work is to determine the informational capacity and
validity of cybersources and research techniques. This is achieved through an analysis of field ethnographic materials from
the Shapsugs — a small, indigenous people of the Western Caucasus. The Shapsugs are a subethnos of the Adyghe whose
traditional territories and resource management practices are located adjacent to the Sochi National Park, which has led
to a transformation of their livelihood and culture. The research methods employed include content analysis of photo and
video materials from cyberspace (social networks, blogs, and official institutional websites), as well as classic fieldwork
techniques such as observation, interviews, and expert surveys. The author concludes that the object of cyberethnography
is currently focused on individual cases of “ethnicity” and ethnic self-identification on the internet. The primary methods
used in this field are surveys, interviews, content analysis, and observation. The case study of the Shapsugs revealed the
dynamic nature of changes in social communication systems that affect ethnic interests. By examining the traditional
nature management and culture of the Shapsugs in the Sochi Black Sea region, we have outlined an algorithm for
identifying latent ethnic processes by synthesizing information from diverse sources. The study demonstrates that when
researching ethnosocial processes in remote mountain settlements, it is most effective to combine fieldwork materials with
cybersources, as they fit organically into the framework of ethnological examinations. The application of the principle of
chronological sections further enhances the ability to identify ethnic processes and trends.

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Abstract. Funeral and commemorative rites are valuable ethnographic sources that reflect a mix of traditional and
modern religious practices. This article examines the funeral and commemorative ceremonies of the Kabardians in the
Kabardino-Balkarian Republic and the impact of “new” Islamic movements on these rituals. The majority of Kabardians
adhere to Sunni Islam, yet their rituals often retain elements of ancient beliefs, which has created friction with “new”
Muslims. These new movements advocate for a return to orthodox Islam, leading to contradictions and the gradual
replacement of old ritual practices with new ones. To document these changes, the author conducted fieldwork from 2022
to 2024 in several villages and cities across the region, including Baksanenok, Kishpek, and Zayukovo of the Baksan region;
Argudan and Anzorey of Lesken region; Altud of Prohladnenskoe region; Zalukokoazhe of Zolskyi region; Baksan, Nalchik,
and Nartkala cities. The study also employed participant observation to analyze individuals and groups in their natural
social environment. Analysis of the collected data reveals that many traditional Kabardian rites and behavioral norms have
either lost their original meaning or fallen into disuse. Others have been transformed and modified, while some entirely
new practices have emerged under the influence of modern Islamic trends. The study concludes that ethnographic research
in this area is crucial for understanding the diversity and dynamics of local culture amidst globalization and religious
transformation.

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Introduction

This study analyzes Shvot or Ishvut, a malevolent spirit in Armenian lower mythology. The term “lower
mythology” was first introduced into academic discourse by the German ethnographer Wilhelm Mannhardt, a
proponent of the Grimm brothers’ school of mythology [1, pp. 215—217]. In Armenian folklore studies, Manuk
Abeghyan was the first to use this concept. In his 1899 work, Der armenische Volksglaube (Armenian Folk
Beliefs), he classified the pagan aspects of Armenian folk beliefs as a form of lower mythology, noting its
similarity to the folk traditions of many other cultures of the world [2, p. 13].

From the mid-19th century through the 1980s, during the Soviet period, the Armenian folkloristic school
regarded lower mythology as superstition, and narratives about the figures of the Armenian pantheon were
labeled as superstitious tales. However, since the late 20th century, prominent Russian scholars, including
L. Vinogradova [3, p. 100; 4, p. 2] and R. Seferbekov [5], have concluded that beliefs and ideas about
both benevolent and malevolent spirits are not merely superstition but rather an ancient tradition rooted
in myths and mythological stories. This perspective is supported by numerous scientific and ethnographic
studies conducted by Russian researchers on the oral traditions of various ethnic groups, including almost
all Slavic peoples (e.g., Russians, Ukrainians, Poles, Bulgarians, Serbians). Consequently, these scholars have
minimized their use of the term “superstition” and now consistently publish their work under the headings of
“folk demonology” or “lower mythology.”

This research aims to examine the mythical creature known as Shvot and the beliefs associated with it using
a synchronous approach. The study draws on folklore, ethnographic, and dialectal materials collected from the
latter half of the 19th century to the present day. The primary focus of this study is the field research and folklore-
dialect notes gathered over the past two decades. Extensive fieldwork was conducted in Armenia and among
the Armenian community in the Kessab region of Syria. The data were recorded through in-depth individual
interviews with a wide range of age and gender groups. To achieve our research objectives, we collected lower
mythological narratives about Shvot/Ishvut from both written and oral traditions, classified popular and dialectal
versions of the spirit, and analyzed its role within the context of rituals, beliefs, and daily life.

The study’s methodology is grounded in empirical research, incorporating observation, material recording,
and a synthesis of folkloristic, ethnographic, and linguistic data. The work also utilizes typological and
phenomenological methods. An examination of the functions and behavior of Shvot is carried out in the
entirety of its origin and development, demonstrating a historical approach using historical-cognitive and
historical-comparative principles.

To ensure and support the reliability of the research findings, we have compared the results and
experiments in the fields of ethnography and folklore, based, primarily, on two types of materials: folkloristic
and ethnographic, which were collected from bibliographic sources, fieldwork and others.

Etymology and dialectal versions of the word Shvot

The word “Shvot” is of Assyrian origin, and is the eleventh month of the Assyro-Babel book, which
corresponds to the Roman February and the Armenian Margats. According to that, in modern dialects, “Shvot”
means a kind of demon that operates in February [6, p. 537—538]. There are a number of dialectal forms
of the word “Shvot” from different dialect-speaking regions of Eastern and Western Armenia, Cilicia, other
Armenian-inhabited places, such as Ararat, Shirak, Khoy, Polis, Sebastia, Karin, Kharberd, Dersim, Hachn,
Mush, Van, Bagrevand (Shvot), Malatia (Shivot, Shuved), Nor Bayazet (Shhod), Balu (Shuet), Shirak (Swedi),
Sebastia (Shifot, Fshot), Nor Nakhichevan (Zhvet, Zhvot, Zhivot), Kessab (Ishvut) and etc.

The word “Shvot” holds two main meanings: the month of February and a type of monstrous being.

The Month of February: Shvot is the name for February, a month traditionally believed to be a time when
demons were unleashed to cause harm. A common saying reflects this belief: “Shvot out, March in.”

An Evil Spirit: Shvot also refers to a malevolent spirit that appears at the end of February. This spirit is said
to inhabit people’s homes during the winter but retreats to the fields in the spring. While it causes some harm,
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it is not considered to be as malevolent as the devil. To drive it away, people perform a ritual on the night of
March 1st: a bowl of water is placed on the doorstep, and old clothes, furs, and blankets are beaten against the
walls of the house. During this ritual, they chant, “Shvot out, March in” (originally, “February went, March
came, winter passed, spring came,” with the metaphorical meaning that evil departs and good remains) [7,
p. 540].

The forms Shved and Shvet are also associated with the holiday of Tyarnandaraj,' which takes place on
February 14th. This connection is further supported by related terms such as shvotahan, meaning “taking
Shvot out of the house,” and shvotamis, meaning “the month of Shvot, February” [7, p. 540]. Later dictionaries
provide similar definitions. For instance, one source defines Shvot as “an evil spirit that, according to popular
beliefs, appears in February” [8, p. 1119]. A Western Armenian dictionary provides two meanings: “1. Monster,
afrit. 2. The last night of February” [9, p. 486].

The various expressions of the word “Shvut/Shvot” existing in the Armenian dialects, are considered by
Armenian linguists and ethnographers to be etymologically accepted as the month of February, but almost
everywhere among Armenians, it was not just a month name but it acquired a new meaning. In some
ethnographic regions, the people call those spirits Shvot, which, in their opinion, play a negative role in their
economy before the arrival of spring [10, p. 34, 9, 263—278].

The word “Shvot” means the devil. “As if that devil and his children want to own all the food and herbs
in the house. That’s why, they are beaten and thrown out of the house [11, p. 191].” Based on the nature and
functions of the examined spirit, ethnographers do not rule out that the Armenian word Shvait (Zekh, Tsop) is
also connected with the word “Shvot” [12, p. 47].

Another phonetic variation of the name Shvot is the word Ishvut, which exists in the dialects of Kessab and
Swetiye. The Armenians of Swetiye and Kessab were familiar with Arabic and Turkish languages, in which the
name Shubat is associated with the month of February. However, they exclusively use the synonym Piturvar
(February) and never associate their word Ishvut with Shubat or Shvot as a month name. Instead, Ishvut refers
to an evil spirit and has no direct connection to the month of February (Shubat) [13, p. 120]. This marks a
fundamental difference in the concepts of Shvot/Ishvut among people from the two Armenian environments.

Shvot’s functions

According to popular beliefs, the Shvots are invisible spirits who are said to descend from Noah’s son, Ham.
Armenian folklorists have documented numerous stories and traditions about the origins of the Shvots from
various ethnographic regions of Armenia. One such tradition recounts that Ham, being unfaithful to God’s
command and disrespecting the sanctity of the ark, had a son with his wife during the flood. A year later, when
God’s angel opened the ark’s door and counted the eight people to take them out, the angel asked Ham if there
was anyone else inside. Ham, ashamed, answered, “There is none.” The angel then stated, “If there is one, let
it not be,” which caused the newborn child to be transformed into an invisible spirit. This spirit grew stronger,
married into the human race, and had children who are also invisible spirits. The Shvots are said to have
multiplied greatly, and they do not die, as they are believed to be present in every part of the world. Because
they are considered the “fruit of sin” and were not born of a holy marriage, they are believed to be the source
of all kinds of evil [14, p. 210].

In Armenian lower mythology, it is etymologically understood that the Shvots appear in homes during
winter, often on or around New Year’s Eve. In Maghnisa (Smyrna), Shvot was specifically regarded as the
spirit of New Year’s Eve. According to local beliefs, “instead of distributing gifts to boys, they go around all the
houses that have a person named Mariam, and collect gifts” [15, p. 293]. Like many other malevolent beings,
the Shvots were primarily perceived as trickster spirits.

One common tale describes a Shvot appearing to bedridden boys who sleep without praying. The spirit
takes the form of an acquaintance or relative, tricking the child into wetting the bed. In another account, a
wealthy housewife recounted a story about her “washer” who was called to work by a Shvot appearing in its
true form. After a long night of wandering, the woman realized she was lost and her guide was a complete

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stranger. Suddenly, the companion began to shrink, eventually merging with the darkness and disappearing.
By muttering the name of Jesus Christ, the woman was finally able to find her way home [16, p. 618—619].

Shvot is primarily a calendar spirit tied to the transition from winter to spring.? The term “Shvot” is
closely linked to the Terindez? festival, as not only is the month of February called Shvot, but the festival of
Tyarnandaraj itself is also referred to by this name [17, p. 66]. This association is also found in Hachn, where
the festival is called shvet and symbolizes Terindez’s arrival in February, a month that shares its name with the
Persian word for February, subat.*

In some dialects, Terindez is known as “Shvot night,” and February is called Shvotamis. Beliefs hold that
the Shvots spend the winter in human dwellings. There’s also a folk belief connecting the Shvots to sexuality.
For example, when cats’ mating season begins in March, it is sometimes called the “month of Shvot” [18, p. 10,
54], and a young couple in love may be metaphorically referred to as a “cat of Shvot” [19, p. 88].

In Kars, when a wedding coincided with Tyarnandaraj, a disguised performance featuring a Shvot-cat and
a banished woman would take place. Two men wearing turbans would participate, one disguised as a man
and the other as a woman. The “wife” would beat and kick out the man with a broom, while the “husband,”
impersonating a cat, would lie on the ground, clawing and grabbing the feet of passers-by while demanding
gifts. The woman, meanwhile, would make distorted facial expressions and demand gifts with slapping gestures
[20, p. 150].

In Nor-Bayazet, it was believed that the Shvots multiply by deceiving and luring people. They are said to
live in people’s homes during the winter and move to the fields in the spring. February is called their month
because their blood heats up during this time, and they are said to seduce people with erotic dreams. The belief
also suggests that the presence of the Shvots causes cats to meow in that month because the animals are able
to see them [21, pp. 107—108]. It is also believed that on the evening of Terindez, the Shvots enter the belly of
cats and fight one another.

According to these ideas, Shvot is associated with fertility, rebirth, and the continuation of life. Thus, one
of its functions is to inspire people with erotic dreams, which is connected to its association with cats during
the winter-spring transition, particularly around New Year’s Eve. The month of February was considered the
middle of winter by the people, a time of great concern. With the first vegetables not yet ready, people worried
if their food and fodder would last until spring, and they attributed any scarcity to the work of the Shvots and
other devils.

The following example of folklore songs are dedicated to Terindez, testify to this reality:

Stpplntiq, nupdwbn” Yhu, /Terndez, the feed (hay) is half over, /

Un hwg n1 Jtu' Lhp qlintu, / take half a loaf — leave the village, /

Stpplintig, Upuh nhit wmtiu, / Terindez, look in the direction of the smoke, /

UL thnie gwbitiu® hwipynip puntiu [22, p. 233]: / Sow 1 put (16 kg), collect 100/

By nature, Shvot is a voracious spirit that consumes a person’s winter provisions, as it is believed to live in
abundance within homes throughout the season. In February, as the ground begins to warm, the Shvots are
said to come and go, causing cats to growl and mate. This links Shvot to fertility and procreation, as it is also
believed to inspire people with sexual dreams [23, pp. 263—278].

In the Sweida region, Shvot is known as Ishvut and is perceived as an insatiable evil spirit. This is captured
in the comparative saying: “Dz Ishvut 1, na udilu g gshdanu, na khumilu g gsdanu,” which translates to “He is
Ishvut; neither eating nor drinking fills him up,” and is likened to a dragon that is never satisfied [24, p. 70]. In
the Kessab dialect, Ishvut is defined as a “lunatic, sickly person” or a “monster, a beast-like being” [25, p. 250].
For many in Kessab, the term “Ishvut” is used to describe a person who is a glutton, whimsical, a drunkard,
an adulterer, or even a blasphemer, often summarized by the phrase “yntez Ishvut mi,” meaning “he is like an
Ishvut.”

The term is also used to describe devilish or sick people, as it is generally imagined as a monster or beast-
like being. According to an elderly informant named Rahel Zahterian, Ishvut is a dark and white spirit in the

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ugly form of a man that appears to women as they leave the pantry. The informant claims that a woman saw it
in front of her house, drunk and with wine, and with a repulsive appearance. As soon as the woman said “Jesus
Christ,” it disappeared.

Interestingly, in Sweida, Ishvut is equated with a real woman. One narrative recalls Ishvut as a once brave,
strong, and tireless old woman who could single-handedly load a mule — a task that typically required two
people. However, mischievous children mocked her, provoking her to curse their families [26, p. 208]. This
account illustrates how the concept of Ishvut transcends a purely mythical evil spirit to become a figure with
human traits, blurring the line between folklore and real-life associations.

In both Kessab and Sweida, the figure of Ishvut is linked to February and its rituals. Among Armenians,
Shvot is a lower mythological figure with a complex gender profile, appearing in amorphous, zoomorphic, or
anthropomorphic forms. Its functions include inspiring sexual dreams and maintaining a close association
with cats, especially during the winter-to-spring transition, which coincides with the New Year holiday.

Elements of Shvot’s characteristics are reflected in Kessab’s Terindez rites. These traditional rituals, held in
February, center on fire as a symbol of renewal and purification. Newlywed grooms would compete to be the
first to light the pyre, pushing each other to reach the pile of maple tree branches. Once the pyre was lit and the
flames had subsided, the grooms and young men would leap over them, an act symbolically known as “burning
the winter” (dzmery varil). As the fire died down, participants would carry burning sticks or candles back to
their homes to light their lamps and their home fires. If a candle extinguished on the way, it was considered a
bad omen, and it had to be relit from another source.

The charred remains of the fire were also believed to possess protective and fertile properties. People would
scatter the extinguished wood in granaries, gardens, and fields, under trees, or among their wheat and barley
stores to ensure abundant harvests and protect against the evil eye. Similarly, in other parts of Armenia, fire
was used to repel evil. The following day, women would visit churchyards to collect ash from the Terindez fire,
which they would scatter in garden pits or beds where pumpkins were to be planted. A belief persisted those
pumpkins grown in such ashes would never diminish, symbolizing endless prosperity.

In summary, Shvot in popular belief appears in various forms: a real woman, an ugly person, or a very thin
and tall being. Shvot is also said to transform into a hardworking old woman or a wheel that rolls after people,
catching them and subjecting them to nightmares. Like many spirits, Shvot can change its appearance; to enter
a home, it often takes the form of a cat, slipping in unnoticed and bringing frost with it. Most often, however,
the Shvots are considered invisible evil spirits that operate secretly without being seen by humans.

Banishing the Shvots

By nature, these consumer spirits prefer to live in groups within warm houses, barns, and pantries, where
they destroy the winter provisions that people have stored with the help of Dovlat (a spirit of abundance). From
February 14th to the 20th, a fierce battle begins between the Shvots, who have grown strong from enjoying
the home’s provisions all winter, and the tired Dovlat, who has worked to fill the empty pantries and barns.
Shvotahans, who are mostly women, come to aid Dovlat. the Shvots are removed from the house through a
special ritual also called shvotahan.

On the last day of February, and in some places on the first of March, the women of the house strike the
walls and corners with sticks, various pieces of cloth, and calf, goat, and sheep furs, chanting, “Shvot out,
March in,” which means “evil out, good in.” In Bulanekh, one woman reportedly came out of her house at night
and saw a Shvot standing at her neighbor’s door, cursing because it had been driven out of the house for the
winter [18, p. 10].

A prevailing opinion about the ritual of banishing the Shvots is that the phrase “Shvot out, March in,”
which was recorded in several regions of Armenia, was used by peasants at the end of February to bid farewell
to winter and welcome spring. This proverb is linked to a myth and belief among the people about the evil
spirits called the Shvots, which are thought to secretly enter a peasant’s home, harming their stored provisions
and milking animals. The origin of the saying is clearly connected to the animism of the agricultural-livestock
period, during which primitive people believed they could influence and use nature’s phenomena and forces
through various magical means, such as formulas, rituals, and ceremonies [27, pp. 21—22].
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In Kessab, women say “Issus Qristus” or “Jesus Christ” when they enter the pantry and open it, as they
believe this expression helps to banish spirits.

Interestingly, the belief in and the practice of banishing the Shvots also exist in the Alevi villages near
Kessab. At the end of the month, elderly Alevi women sweep their homes back and forth, chanting in Arabic,
“Kushsh kushsh ya far, rah Shubat ua ichha Azar,” which translates to “Kish-kish, you mouse, Shubat’s gone,
February has gone, Azar: March came in.” They often repeat this phrase while hitting a tin [28, p. 346].

Parallels in the Armenian and Kessabian beliefs

In Armenian and Kessabian beliefs, Shvot corresponds to the spirit known as Purtik® or Pupushic. In
Archak, these beings were imagined as “brown-skinned, very curly-haired, and plump, with bright eyes like
a lamp, children in ruffled clothes.” Once a year, on the evening of the Annunciation, housewives would give
little girls a lit lamp and use a giant wooden stick from the tandoor to draw a cross with its charred end in the
four corners of the tandoor, pantries, grocers, stables, and other places. As they did so, they would constantly
repeat the saying, “Pupushik, go out, Pupushik, go out.” This ritual would make the Pupushiks “to run away”
and “go in and out” in groups to Gyazna, near “the great devils” [29, pp. 89—90].

Similarly, in Vaspurakan, a householder would wrap his head in a goatskin, take another skin in one hand
and a sickle in the other. He would then walk around all the rooms, hitting the walls with the sickle and saying,
“Purdik, out, Purdik, out.” When he reached the street door, he would add, “Purdik, go out to the green fields,
cold springs, Kurdish houses,” before immediately closing the door. To ensure the Purdik did not re-enter,
he would first place two wooden sticks on the ground in a cross shape, believing the power of the cross would
chase the spirit away [30, p. 58].

In Kessabian belief, February is a transitional month associated with death, renewal, and mythological
beings. One such being is Blder Ajuz, a spirit that is believed to appear in February to “collect” the sick and
elderly. People would warn, “Pay attention to the sick elderly — lest Blder Ajuz come and take them away.”
Those who survived the month were celebrated, and their resilience was acknowledged with statements like,
“See, your tough guy, Blder Ajuz is not for you.”

Similarly, in Musaler (Mount Musa), February was also considered a dangerous month for the elderly. Those
who lived through it would say, “Prtu khisilen is dara,” which translates to “I was freed from death this year.”

The Alawites in Kessab shared similar beliefs about February, calling it Bard Al-Achuz (“the old woman’s
cold”), a term derived from Arabic. Over time, dialectal distortions transformed this into Blder Ajuz. Hail that
falls at the end of February was believed to represent the old woman’s tears, and in Arabic, it is called Ders
Al Ajuz (“the teeth of the old woman”). These icy “teeth” were thought to damage crops and symbolize the
lingering cold of winter.

The last four days of February and the first three days of March are referred to as the week of Blder Ajuz
and are considered a particularly ominous time. According to tradition, the old woman, busy with household
chores, especially laundry, gathers her pot, bucket, washing basin, and a basket of rags and heads to the valley
to wash in the ashtray. She places a pot on the stove, lights a fire, and boils water to begin her work. This
narrative also reflects the joy and relief of the old woman as February comes to an end. An Alawite tradition
includes a similar story, where the old woman triumphantly says, “Shubat has passed; we have put a needle
in his buttock,” expressing her satisfaction at having survived the hardships of the month. However, February
overhears her mockery and, though it is powerless to harm her directly, conspires with March. February says
to March, “Four from me, three from you, cousin, to drag the old woman into the water.” The combined forces
of the two months bring thunderstorms, torrential rain, and floods that sweep away the old woman, along
with her washing tub, pot, and clean rags. This marks the conclusion of winter’s wrath, allowing nature to rest.
Among the Alawites, the end of this turbulent period is marked by the saying, “Rah Shubat el-ghaddar, ua ija
Azar el-haddar” (“Sneaky February is gone, March the spendthrift has come”), a phrase that highlights the
continuing unpredictability of March. To protect themselves, they caution, “Keep the big stick for your uncle,
Azar,” acknowledging the challenges that remain.

In Vagharshapat, Oshakan, Ashtarak,
and Parpi, it is also known as Purnuj. It refers to a specific type of bread: half-baked bread left in the oven (in Shirak, it’s the baked bread),
which was considered the “angels’ piece,” or the thick-edged bread baked in a tonir oven. In Van, it is known in its Purnik form.
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The beliefs surrounding Blder Ajuz and Ishvut are deeply interwoven, reflecting shared themes of hardship,
survival, and renewal. These themes are also evident in ritualistic sayings used by the people of Kessab, which
blend Armenian and Turkish words:

Unvar, unun var mi? (Turkish) — “January, is there wheat?”

Pidrvar, piden var mi? (Turkish) — “February, is there firewood?”

Mart, chkmaynja dered chkmaz (Turkish) — “March, let your soul heal.”

April, br ebres al (Armenian) — “April, you will live.”

The seemingly unnecessary inclusion of Turkish words in these sayings is rooted in a cultural belief in
using foreign elements to protect good from evil. In Kessab, it was believed that giving children Turkish or
Tajik names could shield them from the evil eye, a practice particularly common in families where children
frequently died young. Similarly, domestic animals like dogs and cows were given Turkish names for the same
purpose — to render them unappealing or hidden from malevolent forces. This practice reflects a deep-seated
conviction that blending elements from different cultures and languages could serve as a shield against harm.

Thus, through these shared stories and traditions, February emerges as a month that bridges death and
new life. It is a time of reflection on mortality, the challenges of nature, and the promise of renewal that comes
with the changing seasons. The figure of Blder Ajuz encapsulates the struggles and hopes of this transformative
period, linking communities through their shared cultural and mythological heritage.

Conclusion

Shvot is a calendar spirit, primarily examined in the context of the Terindez and New Year holidays. As a
New Year’s spirit, its presence is found only in the folklore of Trabzon and Maghnis. By its nature, Shvot is
a consumptive spirit that inhabits houses, pantries, and barns, and it is known for causing disease, inflicting
harm, and weakening animals.

In lower mythology, Shvot is identified with the devil and, like the latter, can be neutralized with a needle
[31, p. 58]. It is also believed to harm the fetus and newborn and, in its ability to change newborns, is identified
with the evil spirit Al [32, pp. 1074—1081]. Given its association with sexuality, Shvot can also be considered a
desirable spirit. Based on these shared functions, the name Shvot can be used to group a number of other evil
spirits known from folk stories, including Shahabed, Shvaz, Zhivut, Ishvut, Sveti, Azar, Purdik, and Pupushik,
all of which are closely identified with the spirit under examination.

Shvot is primarily characterized by the ability to deceive, mislead, and transform, and it is described in
folklore with a diverse range of appearances and perceptions. The ritual of shvotahan, or the expulsion of the
Shvots, is a symbolic expression of driving away winter and welcoming spring. The term “Ishvut” is also used
to describe gluttonous, sloppy, and disorganized people, with the saying “Endzs Ishvut mi,” meaning “He is
like Ishvut,” sometimes used to directly equate a person with the spirit. Shvot also shares similarities with
the “March old woman” figure common in the Carpathian-Balkan region, further highlighting its role in the
winter-to-spring transition.

The following primary motifs emerge from the folk beliefs about Shvot spirit:

Shvot was considered an evil spirit associated with the cold.

Shvot inspired erotic dreams in people.

The image of Shvot was closely associated with a cat.

The analysis of this folklore material leads to the conclusion that Shvot is a syncretic and ambivalent
mythological character, combining the features of a calendar spirit with those of a demon of pregnant women
and newborns.
